S. 1753 - National Consumer Credit Reporting System Improvement Act of 2003
(Sen. Shelby (R) Alabama)

The Administration strongly supports prompt Senate passage of S. 1753. The bill strengthens
the national credit reporting system that has proven critical to the resilience of consumer
spending and the overall economy.
