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INTRODUCTION.

GEOGRAPHICAL ARRANGEMENT.

THE ANNUAL is arranged by States in geographical order for the convenience of
advertisers who desire to cover any particular section of the country. The grouping together of
neighboring States saves time and labor in making up advertising lists. For those, however,
who prefer an alphabetical arrangement, the alphabetical index, running head-lines and title-
pages afford ample means for ready reference.

POPULATION.

Unmarked populations in the United States are from the Census of 1880; in Canada,
from that of 1881. Those marked with a section mark () are from recent estimates of State

or local authorities.

THE STATE AND COUNTY HEADINGS,

an important feature of the work, subject to constant and careful revision, are of great value
to advertisers of specialties, who, by carefully examining them, can readily decide which
counties are likely to prove remunerative territory, and thus confine their expenditures
within limits which may he expected to yield the greatest return for their outlay.

CIRCULATION.

Circulations for which affidavits have been furnished have been set in bold.face
type in the Catalogne, and designated by an asterisk (¥*) in the County and Class Lists.
Those not sworn to by publishers are marked with a double dagger ({) throughout the book ;
those set in Roman figures and unmarked, represent our own estimates.

The information upon which the revision of the ANNXUAL is based is gathered mainly
in March of each year and the circulation ratings are in most cases believed to be the average
for the three preceding months. Publishers are at liberty to amend their statements, if they
desire to do so, as late as the 1st of July, at which time the revision of the book is practically
closed. Advertisements on the other hand are received up to the hour of going to press and
not unfrequently contain much later information than can possibly be given in the Catalogue.
This will explain in many cases what would otherwise appear to be discrepancies between the
statements made in the advertisements and the ratings given the papers in the book itself.

Circulation is not given in the following instances—where the paper has been estab-
lished during the current year; in many cases where it appears for the first time in the

ANNUAL; where the information received is unsatisfactory, or the reports are conflicting ;
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where publishers have requested omission, in which case the word “Decline” is printed in
the circulation column, and where the publication is devoted exclusively, or nearly so, to
advertising the business or interests of individuals, business houses or corporations. Papers
of this latter class are designated in the Catalogue as “issued for advertising purposes,” and
in the County and Class Lists by the letters “ Adv.” in the circulation column.

Aiming at strict impartiality in this important part of our work, and desiring always
to be just to publishers, in our efforts to procure accurate and trustworthy information for
advertisers, we shall gladly receive communications from any who may consider themselves
unfairly dealt with in the estimate placed upon the circulation of their papers, and will cheer-
fully correct in future editions any mistakes made in the present one, if furnished with satis-

factory evidence of our error.

Papers which are believed to decline general advertising are designated in the
Catalogue by the words “No Advts.” inthe circulation eolumn, and are omitted entirely from
the County and Class Lists.

The political majorities and pluralities are those of the Presidential election of 1884,
that being chosen as the standard in the belief that a general election affords the best evidence
of the actual political proclivities of the people.

NEWSPAPER ADVERTISEMENTS.

In order to make the advertisements of greater value to publishers, in addition to
the index (985 to 996), we have printed in the Catalogue against the name of each paper
having an advertisement, the number of the page on which that advertisement appears. This
will enable an advertiser to refer directly to it, without the aid of an index, and that, too, at
the moment when the information it contains would be likely to interest him most.

It is commonly reported that N. W. AvEr & So~N handle more newspaper advertising
annually than any other concern in the world, and the facts fully substantiate this assertion.

It is well known also that the capital employed in our business largely exceeds the
investment of any other advertising agency. Again, during 1884, about $700,000—nearly
three-fourths of the business forwarded by us that year—was entrusted to us on our open con-
tract plan, 4. e., without definite price to the advertiser until the business had all been placed
and thus the exact cost was known.

These facts stand out in striking contrast with the conditions which prevailed in 1869,
when we started in business. $250 was the amount then put into the enterprise, and no addi-
tions have ever been made to this original investment except as they have come from the
profits. The aggregate of that year's business was $15,000.

At that time an advertising agent was accorded very little respect among business men.
and the idea of hisreceiving the confidence of his customer was deemed preposterous—indeed
his interest was popularly regarded as inimical to that of the advertiser, who naturally
wished to secure all the advertising his money would buy, while the agent was supposed to
be allied with the publisher in the effort to get the best obtainable price, and thus insure to
himself the greater commissions.

The growth of this business and the changes indicated by, and necessary to, its present
condition have not come suddenly or by accident. They have resulted rather from persistent
adherence to certain foundation principles, the eorrectness of which seems now to be reason-
ably well established.

First, among these was a thorough belief in the efficacy of Newspaper Advertising, and
that it could be advantageously applied to almost every legitimate business.

Secondly, there was the conviction that whether or not an advertiser’s investment would
result profitably depended very largely upon the advertising being wisely or unwisely done, and

Finally, there resultéd the conclusion that the course which brought to the advertiser
best returns for his money must, in the natural order of things, insure the greatest measure
of success to the agent who handled his advertising.

The effort to apply these principles to the greatest extent possible has necessitated con-
stant and careful study of the science of advertising, both theoretically and in its application
to the wants of our patrons. This has been prosecuted the more successfully because of the
unusual oppertunities which we have had to note the results of the different advertising
contracts placed by us, and to discover the underlying reasons for the success of one and the
failure of another.

We do not however assume that we have mastered the subject of Newspaper Advertis-
ing—indeed we were never more conscious of the amount there is to be learned in this con-
nection. Our purpose is to persistently continue our investigations; and we indulge the hope
that as the passing years bring added experience, we shall each year be better able to render
to our patrons, what we now claim to give all who favor us with their orders, viz., the most
intelligent service possible in our line.

Another phase of this subject is deserving the attention of advertisers. Not infrequently
the effort is made by competing houses to engraft into their own business systems the methods
so successfully worked by us. Thus far, however, the result has in every case proved unsat-
isfactory. The reason is, not that the methods are unwise or impractical, but rather that they
are used by these imitators primarily to keep business from us, and secondarily to secure it to
themselves; and when the latter is accomplished, they have neither the knowledge nor the
interest to carry out the plans to a successful issue.

Again there are advertisers who, though able to devote but a small portion of their time
to the subject of Newspaper Advertising have, in their own judgment, mastered its every de-
tail. To such we have little to offer. They can scarcely hope to gain anything by con-
sulting us. We are glad, however, to confer with any who believe Newspaper Advertising
worthy careful consideration, and who are disposed to bring to that consideration the same
business sense they apply to other departments of business.

An advertiser who asks our judgment can rely npon receiving either an honest expres-
sion of our opinion in the premises or a frank avowal of our inability to advise intelligently.
We desire no business which we cannot handle with the consciousness that it is as much to
our customer’s interest as our own that it be handled by us.

Small orders receive the same careful attention as large ones. We invite correspondence
and are glad at any time to explain the methods and working of our business.
