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Gutknecht demands 9/11 reform bill include 
border protection provisions  

  
Rochester, Minn. – First District Congressman Gil Gutknecht today contacted Judiciary 
Committee Chairman James Sensenbrenner’s office to express his support for the Chairman’s 
insistence that any intelligence reform bill include border protection provisions. Congress is 
expected to return to Washington next week to discuss the intelligence reform conference report.
