While the issues discussed may not be directly relevant to the development problems of the NIH architecture, they may be interesting to a number of developers and implementers.

In response to the need for maintenance of current information about the status and progress of various projects in the NIH architecture community, this NRFC is issued for the benefit of community members.  The information contained in this document is accurate as of the date of publication, but is subject to change.  Subsequent NRFCs will reflect such changes.
