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5. Miscellaneous Web Issues

Certain functions are available only with the Web version of Cataloger’s Desktop because it is
a Web application:

1. All customization features (i.e., Preferences, Bookmarks) are stored as cookies
on the cataloger’s personal workstation. For this reason, they cannot be shared and
they will disappear if cookies are deleted.

2. Many remote databases have been added (e.g., media, movie, theater and music
guides, historical society catalogs, government agency websites, Autocat archives,
and OCLC documentation) bringing the Web version of Cataloger’s Desktop
closer to becoming a comprehensive gateway for cataloging resources.

3. A view tab has been added to the navigation bar for customers to send Feedback and
comments to CDS (alternatively accessed via http://desktop.loc.gov/feedback.asp).

4. Search sessions time out after 30 minutes of inactivity.
