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HIV and Its Treatment — Approved Anti-HIV Medications

Approved Medications to Treat HIV Infection

Anti-HIV (also called antiretroviral) medications are used to control the reproduction of the virus and to slow the
progression of HIV-related disease. Highly Active Antiretroviral Therapy (HAART) is the recommended treatment for
HIV infection. HAART combines three or more anti-HIV medications in a daily regimen. Anti-HIV medications do not
cure HIV infection, and individuals taking these medications can still transmit HIV to others. Anti-HIV medications
approved by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) fall into five classes:

Fixed Dose Combination
Fixed dose combination
tablets contain 2 or more
anti-HIV medications that
can be from 1 or more drug
classes.
