eRA Project Update

Dr. McGowan delivered the following presentation to the Steering Committee:
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eRA Project Team Realignment

Dr. McGowan began his remarks with a discussion of the new yearly process for realigning the eRA Project Team. Each January, nominations for eRA Group Advocates will be solicited, and in February the eRA Project Manager will rebalance the team to meet the demands of the upcoming year. Noting that he received four–five suggestions for Advocates from the EPMC, Dr. McGowan asked Steering Committee members for their strategic input on the composition of the Project Team.

eRA–NBRS Linkages

Slide #7 shows the linkages between eRA and NBRS. eRA has been working with Mr. Jack Jones, the CIT Chief Architect, on the NIH single sign-on project. The plan for DCIS (Departmental Contracts Information System) data is for eRA to retrieve the data directly from DCIS. It could then be made available to ICs via IMPAC II.

Dr. McGowan stressed that many of the eRA–NBRS intersect points involve legacy systems. Using the eRA’s recent experience with the Financial Reporting System (FSR) as an example, on Slide #8 Dr. McGowan described some of the challenges inherent in legacy migration. In particular, the loss of intellectual capital and expertise on decades-old legacy systems increases the likeliness of unpredicted events during migration activity.

FY 2003 Priorities

The FY 2003 priorities can be seen on Slide #14. The eRA Advocates and Project Team have been involved in figuring out the specific priorities for the March deployment. The Program Portfolio Management Interface should be available this summer. As the ability to electronically annotate Summary Statements and track action items is built into this system, NIH ICs will be able to begin moving their business processes from paper to an electronic medium.

NIH eRA Commons Demo

Dr. McGowan walked the group through a demo of the Commons system using screen shots of the application. He also provided a live look at the NIH eRA Commons demo system. This demo will be going out the EPMC. As PIs begin to use the Commons to access their Summary Statements, scores, Notice of Grant Awards and other information, the number of snap-out mailers that NIH will need to use will decrease.

Additional screen shots of this demo system can be found in the attached presentation.

Conclusion

Dr. McGowan concluded his presentation by asking the Steering Committee members to decide if they would be willing to fund Phase II of the SBIR contracts. The funding needed totals $18M, which would need to be collected from the ICs.

Possible Impact of DHHS Centralization

Representing CIT in place of Mr. Alan Graeff, Ms. Dona Lenkin provided an update to the Committee on the possible impact of the DHHS centralization. She discussed the scenarios being considered. Of particular interest is the email server consolidation already ongoing. This consolidation has attractive strategic advantages.

NBS Travel Module

Mr. Jack Jones reported that the NBS Travel Interface is working smoothly. He also commented positively on his working relationship with Mr. Steve Hughes, the new eRA System Architect. Mr. Jones said that eRA does a good job of researching the requirements of its customers and implementing them. Mr. Breithaupt asked about the degree of difficulty in implementing a single sign-on process for NIH. Mr. Jones replied that more information on the subject would be forthcoming from CIT.

Plans for the Next Meeting

The next eRA Steering Committee meeting will be held on January 16, 2003.

On FSRs: 

 

At this point we think all major issues have been resolved.  Last week we opened up the system to the rest of the CWG member organizations (not to many jumped on right away).  If we don’t run into anything new this week we will be opening up to the “world” by the end of the week.  As of this morning we have processed 150 fsrs through the system.  Most of them still were submitted by OFM.  This is the first deployed eRA system in which both NIH and external users use the same interface.  External users get the same data entry screen as OFM users only OFM gets some additional buttons for “accepting”, “rejecting” and generating CAS transaction.  Most of the issues we have had were on the NIH side and not on the external commons side.  There were a number of problems with the calculations of the CAS records and other screens that only OFM sees and that they were only able to give us requirements for after they had used the system.  

	

Some of the issues/problems we encountered with FSR system:

		IMPAC I FSR system programmer had retired last year 

		There was little if any documentation for old system 

		There was no one in either OFM or eRA project that really knew how things were supposed to work 

		There was an incorrect assumption that the old system was working correctly (it wasn’t – OFM was daily fixing CAS transactions by hand) so that was used as a specification for new system and much had to be redone. 

		I don’t know why but for some reason actual development (coding) of FSR system did not begin until just a couple of months before deployment date. It was really not long enough time to get it done correctly. 

		Because of high priority and problems with eSNAP – developers were taken off FSR project to work on eSNAP.  

		Shutting down of IMPAC I early than had been expected resulted in not being able to run parallel systems to help with change over. 

		Since Commons did not open for registration in July like had been anticipated we are way behind on organization registration to use FSR system.  It has been a struggle to get organizations to register.  This is particularly a problem with organizations who were not Commons 1 users. 



 

 

There are a couple of major updates that are due out with the January 10 release that will help with data collection.  For example in current system (as on paper form) users must request a carryover in the “comments” section.  With Jan release we will make that a “checkbox” type date entry point with a field specifically for dollar amount. 

A number of other enhancements are planned for both January and March.

 

We do not know at this time if we can keep the old IMPAC I system up past January 1.  We will be discussing that with OFM this week.  We may know by time of this meeting.

 

 

ESNAP –

 

Pilot on e-snap has gone extremely well as far as the technical side of the system goes.  On first try we were able to process an e-snap end-to-end.  However users (particularly our group advocate) is not happy with the overall user interface and we have been discouraged from opening this up widely to additional users.  I have brought on two more grantees who have been testing system and they have started a number of new e-snap.  Only on additional esnap however has been submitted because they are all still waiting the completing of the progress reports (not due until Dec 31).  I expect to get another handful in the last week of the year to meet deadlines.  There will be a few screen changes and updates for January release but not nearly all we need to do.  I am hoping we can show CWG the new screens – or at least discuss – at Jan meeting and get the rest of CWG on board with piloting.  At this time I’d expect best we can hope for is to get the rest of the screen changes in by March and go to a broader pilot (beyond CWG) sometime after that.  Other than the UI changes the piece we really need for March (and it’s doubtful) is the integration of Pop Tracking.  We really can’t go full production until that is implemented.
