20M Acquisition of Information Resources


	POLICY:  



	1.  The Director, Office of Information Technology (20M) will ensure that 20M requests for acquisition of information resources comply with current Federal, Departmental, VBA and 20M requirements.  The Management and Contract Services Division (20M11) will conduct reviews of these requests.



	2.  Services and staffs within 20M are responsible for preparing acquisition requests with all the required analyses, information and documentation. 



	3.  20M11 will provide procurement advice and assistance to 20M managers and analysts in developing acquisition documents.



	4.  20M11 will maintain library copies of all pertinent VA and VBA policy concerning acquisition of information resources.



	5.  The Director, 20M will approve acquisition requests within the authority vested in that office.  The Under Secretary for Benefits will approve acquisition requests exceeding the authority of the 20M Director.
