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Lightning-Caused Fires Update
Central Oregon – Yesterday’s thunderstorms caused fire crews to work throughout the day on a few large fires and multiple, small fires.
At approximately 6,000 acres, the newly named North Pole Ridge Fire is the largest fire in Central Oregon.  It is burning in grass, sage, and juniper in a remote area near the John Day River, about 10 miles north of Clarno.  A helicopter made water drops on the fire, but accessing the area proved challenging for firefighters and hampered progress.  The fire currently is not contained (0%).
The newly named Oakbrook Fire is located in a remote area of the Lower Deschutes River, approximately 9 miles west of Grass Valley.  The fire showed minimal activity today and remained at approximately 500 acres. There is no containment (0%) on the fire.  
Sherman County fire officials, with the assistance of federal firefighters, continue to work on a fire (#650) in the Lower Deschutes River, approximately 4 miles west of Moro.  The fire grew to 2,500 acres today and is under the jurisdiction of Sherman County.  

A fire (#601) burning in the Mt. Washington Wilderness grew to approximately 40 acres.  The fire is in the middle of the wilderness and is due west of Sisters near the crest of the Cascade Mountains.  It is burning near a previously burned area on the western edge of last year’s G.W. Fire.  A helicopter dropped water on the fire in the afternoon.  Though the fire may be visible from Hwy. 20, no structures are threatened due to the remoteness of the fire. 
Firefighters and lookouts will continue to monitor for fires that may arise from the lightning storm.
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
