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statute for Federal employees, and Commission rule 201.15(b)(19 C.F.R. § 201.15(h)), 73 Fed. Reg.
24609 (May 5, 2008). This advice was developed in consultation with the Office of Government Ethics.
Consequently, former employees are no longer required to seek Commission approval to appear in a
review under Commission rule 19 C.F.R. 8§ 201.15, even if the corresponding underlying original
investigation was pending when they were Commission employees.
