2. A record in this system of records may be disclosed, as a routine use, to a Member of Congress 
submitting a request involving an individual when the individual has requested assistance from the 
Member with respect to the subject matter of the record. 
 
3.  A record in this system of records may be disclosed, as a routine use, to the Department of 
Justice in connection with determining whether disclosure thereof is required by the Freedom of 
Information Act (5 U.S.C. 552). 
 
4. A record in this system of records may be disclosed, as a routine use, to a contractor of the 
Department having need for the information in the performance of the contract, but not operating a 
system of records within the meaning of 5 U.S.C. 552a(m).
