The report
is made available to all citizens, public office holders, news media, etc.

It furthers our goal of
enhancing civic literacy and engaging the public in the democratic experience,” said Karl Weissenbach, director
of the Eisenhower Presidential Library and Museum.

The NIFI has collaborated with the Presidential Libraries of the National Archives and Records Administration.
Various public forums are being held at each of the presidential libraries across the nation. NIFI is a 25-year-old
nonpartisan, nationwide network of locally sponsored forums for the consideration of public policy issues.
Forums are rooted in the simple notion that citizens need to come together to reason and talk — to deliberate
about common problems.
