No external cause mde eistsfor afall by a
singleindividual who just fall s down while on skates or a skateboard. New codes are being
propacsed for fall s due to roll erskates, skateboards and skis.

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Topic: Foot ulcers

A request has been submitted to expand code 707.1,Ulcer of lower limb, except deaubitus, to
identify the site of the ulcer. Many patients have multi ple ulcers and the site of the ulcer affeds
the treament and prognosis.

Ulcers are usually the result of either diabetes mellit us and/or atherosclerosis of the peripheral
vessls. For ulcers of the forefoot a better understanding of the causes of these ulcers hasleal to
improved treagments. Ulcers onthe hed and midfoot have remained resistant to treament. Hed
ulcerstendto develop in severely debilit ated and nonmobil e patients. Midfoat ulcers, which
constitute 20% of foot ulcers, are usually found onambulatory patients. These patients become
severely functionally debilit ated as the ulcers progress

Severa yeas ago code 440.23 atherosclerosis of the extremities with ucer, was creaed to
identify patients with ucers onthe legs dueto peripheral vascular disease. At the time that code
440.23was creded an excludes note was added to code 707.1to exclude 440.23. Shoud this
modificaion ke gproved the excludes note would be changed to a adefirst note. Code 707.1
would be used as a seondary code with 440.23to identify the site of the ulcer(s).

V45.7,Acquired absence of organ, was creded to indicae the status of an aaquired absence of an
organ in contrast to a cngenital absence. This datusis useful in describing the reason for visit
for patients coming in for reconstruction a for other types of patient care where the dsence of
an argan affeds treament.

The new codes under V45.7 have been well receved bu it has been panted ou to NCHS staff
that thereisno “other speafied” code within V45.7. Thismakesit impossbleto usethis
caegory for organs besides those that have spedfic codes. It has been requested that a .79 code
be aeaded under V45.7. Additional codes are dso being proposed for spedfic organs that have a
high incidence of removal with significant consequences. This modification correspondsto a
similar caegory in the ICD-10-CM.

To complete this proposed modificaionit will be necessary to updite dl i ndex entries for

aquired absence of organ. Currently, with the exception d the sites that have cdes at V45.7,
all aaquired absence of organs are indexed to “other disease” of the organ.
