A. Comparison of number of requests received – The FLETC received 135 FOIA 
requests in Fiscal Year 2002 compared to 59 requests received in Fiscal Year 
2001.  This represents a 229% increase in the total number of requests 
received. 

 
B. Comparison of number of requests processed – The FLETC processed 125 

requests in Fiscal Year 2002 compared to 49 requests processed in Fiscal 
Year 2001.  This represents a 255% increase in the total number of requests 
processed. 

 
C. Comparison of median number of days requests were pending as of the end of the 

fiscal year – The median number of days requests were pending at the end of 
Fiscal Year 2002 was 11 days compared to 75 days in Fiscal Year 2001.
