Presentation Notes�
The estimated number of AIDS diagnoses among injection drug users in the United States and dependent areas increased during 1985-1993, and decreased thereafter. An estimated 23,364 AIDS diagnoses were made for injection drug users (IDUs) during 1993. A decreasing trend among IDUs occurred after 1993; in 2006, an estimated 7,153 AIDS diagnoses were made among IDUs. Among men who have sex with men and who also inject drugs, 6,300 received a diagnosis of AIDS in 1992. After 1992, a decreasing trend occurred in this group; in 2006, an estimated 1,844 men who have sex with men and who also inject drugs received a diagnosis of AIDS.�
