The greatest number of AIDS diagnoses for injection drug users (IDUs) was for residents of the South (2,743), followed by residents of the Northeast (2,697). In all regions except the West, the largest proportion of AIDS diagnoses for IDUs was for blacks (not Hispanic). In the Northeast, blacks (not Hispanic) accounted for 1,307 (48%), and Hispanics accounted for 776 (29%) of AIDS diagnoses for IDUs.  Inter-region comparisons of case counts should be made cautiously because the four regions vary by number of jurisdictions and by population size.  In the South, blacks accounted for 1,847 (67%) of AIDS diagnoses for IDUs. �
