     In this slide, the population distribution (shown at the right) does not reflect the population of male injection drug users (IDUs), but rather the entire U.S. male population at least 13 years of age as of the end of 2006.  While inclusion of (unknown) racial/ethnic composition of the male IDU population would increase validity of the comparison shown, this comparison highlights racial disparities.   In 2006, HIV/AIDS was diagnosed for an estimated 3,016 male adult and adolescent IDUs in the 33 states with confidential name-based HIV infection reporting. Black (not Hispanic) males accounted for 52% of these diagnoses and for 12% of the male population in the 33 states. Hispanic males accounted for 22% of these diagnoses and for 13% of the male population. By contrast, white (not Hispanic) males accounted for 24% of these diagnoses and for 71% of the male population.

     The 33 states with confidential name-based HIV infection reporting since at least 2001 are Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Colorado, Florida, Idaho, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Louisiana, Michigan, Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, Nebraska, Nevada, New
