     In 2006, in the 33 states with confidential name-based HIV infection reporting, an estimated 1,712 HIV/AIDS diagnoses were made for female adult and adolescent injection drug users (IDUs), for an overall rate of 2.1 per 100,000 population. Of these diagnoses, 952 (56%) were for black (not Hispanic) females. The 2006 HIV/AIDS diagnosis rate for black (not Hispanic) female IDUs (8.9 per 100,000 population) was 11 times the rate for white (not Hispanic) female IDUs (0.8 per 100,000 population). The rate for Hispanic female IDUs (2.8 per 100,000 population) was nearly 4 times the rate for white (not Hispanic) female injection drug users.

     The 33 states with confidential name-based HIV infection reporting since at least 2001 are Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Colorado, Florida, Idaho, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Louisiana, Michigan, Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, Nebraska, Nevada, New Jersey, New Mexico, New York, North Carolina, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee, Texas, Utah, Virginia, West Virginia, Wisconsin, and Wyoming.�
