Two standard transmission categories and one expanded transmission category are collectively referred to as transmission categories related to injection drug use, and these three categories are mutually exclusive: injection drug use (IDU); male-to-male sexual contact and injection drug use (MSM & IDU); and heterosexual contact with an injection drug user. For all age groups, most (67%) of the IDU-related AIDS diagnoses made in 2006 were among IDU. The proportion of AIDS diagnoses attributed to IDU generally increased with increasing age. The proportion of AIDS diagnoses attributed to high-risk heterosexual contact with an injection drug user decreased with increasing age. Excepting diagnoses made for 13-19 year olds, the proportions of AIDS diagnoses attributed to either heterosexual sex with an injection drug user or MSM & IDU were generally of the same magnitude.�
