Registration for each Clinic will begin at 7:30 AM on the first day.  Day One through Day Four will begin at 8 AM & end at 6 PM.  Day Five will be from 8 AM – 1:30 PM, including a closing luncheon.  There will be a one-hour break Monday through Thursday for lunch on your own.  Attendance at the entire Clinic, and during all of the Practicum Interview sessions (including interviews done by other attendees), is imperative.  This is a 40 hour course – in order to receive a certificate of completion, registrants must be present for the entire Clinic, including the Closing Luncheon.  Do NOT plan to depart from the Clinic earlier than 1:30 PM on Friday.  Partial registrations are not allowed.  Please arrive early or stay late if you wish to combine your participation in the Clinic with sightseeing.

Below is training location & hotel information for each Clinic.  You are responsible for your own hotel reservations & expenses.  You are also responsible for all meals not provided as part of the Clinic, & for all transportation costs, including the cost of airfare & rental car expenses.  A continental breakfast & afternoon break will be provided each day, as well as a closing luncheon on Friday.

IMPORTANT: APSAC’s Forensic Interview Clinics are subject to cancellation in the event of insufficient registrations.  Therefore, DO NOT make non-refundable travel arrangements until you receive a confirmation of your registration from APSAC (approximately 1 month before the Clinic).  In the event of cancellation due to insufficient registrations, 100% of the registration fee will be refunded.

Portsmouth, Virginia Clinic

The Renaissance Portsmouth Hotel and Waterfront Conference Center (www.renaissanceportsmouth.com)  is the location and official hotel for the Portsmouth Clinic.  If arriving by air, you should fly in to the Norfolk, VA International Airport   DO NOT, HOWEVER, make non-refundable travel arrangements until you receive a confirmation of your registration from APSAC (approximately 1 month prior to the start of the Clinic).  Because the Clinic will take place at the Renaissance Hotel,  the need for a rental car is not as great at this location.  A special discounted room rate of $75/night single or double (not including tax) is being offered to Clinic registrants (as well as a special rate for parking of $5 per day). Airport Express offers shuttle transportation between Norfolk International Airport and the Renaissance Portsmouth Hotel at a rate of $25 one-way or $45 round trip and can be reached at 800-634-2197 or 757-858-3991. Seattle, Washington Clinics 

October 10-14, 2005 and April 24 – 28, 2006
The WA State Criminal Justice Training Commission (CJTC), 19010 – 1st Avenue South, Burien, WA 98148, is the location for the Seattle Clinics. If arriving by air, you should fly in to SeaTac International Airport, which is approximately three miles from CJTC.  DO NOT, HOWEVER, make non-refundable travel arrangements until you receive a confirmation of your registration from APSAC (approximately 1 month prior to the start of the Clinic).  

The Sea-Tac Comfort Inn and Suites, 19333 International Blvd., SeaTac, WA 98188, www.comfortinnseatac.com, offers a special discounted room rate of $50 per night single or double (not including tax) for Clinic attendees, and they offer a free airport shuttle. You must call 800-826-7875 or 206-878-1100 and ask for the “CJ rate” when making reservations.  The Comfort Inn will also shuttle Clinic registrants back and forth from CJTC to the hotel on request.  Other area hotels are available at discounted rates.  Please contact local Clinic organizer Patti Toth at 206-835-7293 or ptoth@cjtc.state.wa.us for information about other hotels.  You will, however, be responsible for arranging your own transportation ( rental car or taxi)  back and forth from other hotels to CJTC (approximately 3 miles from most area hotels). 
Rental Car Information

A rental car is strongly recommended for Clinic registrants in Seattle if you wish to travel away from the airport area at all or do not want to rely on the Comfort Inn shuttle.  The Comfort Inn can help to arrange convenient car rental for guests.  To get back & forth from any other hotel & CJTC, you will need to take a taxi or rent a car.   APSAC is not responsible for transportation between your hotel & the Clinic location at CJTC.  If you require a letter for your agency regarding the need for a rental car, APSAC will provide one - simply let us know.
