The wide ramfelevation, from
2,000 feet to over 10,000 feet, creates a variétgabitats including chaparral, oak woodlands, fayous forests and
alpine. Of special interest are the bird specied hest in old growth forests, like California 8pd Owls, Northern

Goshawks and Great Gray Owls.
