Guidelines 

AIDSinfo provides the most up-to-date federally
approved treatment guidelines on management
of HIV/AIDS and related conditions. Doctors use
these guidelines to treat people with HIV/AIDS. The
AIDSinfo site has factsheets to help consumers
understand the guidelines.

Clinical Trials
HIV/AIDS clinical trials are research studies about
new therapies, vaccines, or alternative ways of
using known treatments. You can search the site
for medical research studies by location, medical
condition, and/or drugs being tested.

Vaccines
This section features current information on pre-
ventive and therapeutic HIV/AIDS vaccines.
Although no vaccines have been approved to date,
many are being tested in clinical trials. In this sec-
tion, you will find vaccine research and clinical trial
options at your fingertips.

AIDSDRUGS database are available in the Drugs
section of the AIDSinfo Web site.
