Slide 26 is limited to data for AIDS cases diagnosed during 1998–2005 to describe the survival of persons whose diagnosis was made during that time.

Survival was greater among Asians/Pacific Islanders, whites (not Hispanic), and Hispanics, than among blacks (not Hispanic).  Results must be interpreted with caution for American Indians/Alaska Natives because the numbers of persons in this racial/ethnic category were small. �
