3.1 
Technical Proposal Evaluation Criteria  

Evaluation(s) will be performed to determine the offeror’s understanding of the requirements, measure offeror’s capabilities in managing / performing them effectively, and price reasonableness.  Evaluation criteria will be analyzed to assess strengths and weaknesses on individual proposal submittals. Pricing will not be rated separately, but will be used for comparing offers received. This will be based on total proposed price, using the pricing matrix included herein (see Attachment 2). Pricing will be used to gauge contractor’s understanding of the requirement, and a determination will be made on whether (or not) a fair and reasonable overall price, has been offered.
