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7. REGULATIONS AND ADVISORIES

The national regulations and guidelines regarding hydraulic fluids in air, water, and other media are

summarized in Table 7- 1.

ATSDR has not derived any Minimal Risk Levels for hydraulic fluids.

Regulations found for mineral oils include the OSHA occupational exposure limit for mineral oil mists of

5 mg/m3 (OSHA 1974).

The only regulations found for organophosphate ester hydraulic fluids were for aryl phosphates. Two

proposed rules for aryl phosphates address 1) exclusion from hazardous waste regulations and 2) additional

testing, recordkeeping, and reporting under the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA).
