Daily Activities
e Conduct surveillance for communicable
diseases of public health importance at ports
of entry in partnership with federal, state, and
local port and public health officials and health
care providers.
¢ Respond to reports of illness or death on

airplanes and maritime vessels (cruise and cargo),

and carry out public health assessments.

e Investigate communicable disease transmission
on conveyances in concert with state and local
health departments.

e Collect and review medical records of newly
arriving immigrants refugees, asylees, and
parolees, and notify state and local health
departments of conditions requiring followup.

e Dispense immunobiologics and investigational
drugs upon requests made to CDC.
