quarantine and isolation at ports of entry (e.g.,
Michigan Department of Community Health
Great Lakes Border Health Initiative)

e Establish planning logistics, along with our public
health partners, for emergency public health and
bioterrorism response.

e Participate in teams and workgroups for CDC’s
Division of Global Migration and Quarantine,
Quarantine and Border Health Services Branch.
