Formerly, 
Gorfinkel was the Vice President of Project Development and Management responsible for 
current Workshop properties (Dragon Tales, Sagwa The Chinese Siamese Cat, Tiny Planets) and 
international Sesame Street coproductions in developing countries. 

Prior to joining Sesame Workshop, Gorfinkel oversaw programming at Thirteen/WNET, the 
flagship public television station in New York, where her responsibilities included local and 
national scheduling, acquisitions, production, on air branding, promotion and affiliate relations. 
She was a production manager for the nightly MacNeil/Lehrer NewsHour, at MTV Networks 
and at a variety of independent production companies. She began her career at the innovative 
Television Laboratory at Thirteen/WNET on the PBS documentary series Non Fiction 
Television.
