Schools Steering Committee, and the American Indian/Alaska Native Workgroup of the National
Diabetes Education Program, Dr. Moore has helped developed educational and health
communication materials, primarily for an American Indian/Alaska Native audience. She is a
Captain in the United States Public Health Service Commissioned Corps and a Fellow of the
American Academy of Pediatrics.
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
