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Dr. Gee has worked for The Permanente Medical Group for over 20 years as a pediatrician at 
Kaiser Pleasanton and as the Medical Director, Prevention and Health Information for Kaiser 
Permanente Northern California. In this role, Dr. Gee provides the leadership and strategic 
planning for the preventive care of the 3 million members in Northern California. He has led 
population based, quality improvement programs to address well child care visits for children 
and adolescents (Bright Systems®), prenatal care (Healthy Beginnings), preventive services for 
all members using computer generated reminders (Preventive Health Prompt), tobacco 
dependence and obesity. Dr. Gee is the chair for the childhood and adolescent overweight 
initiative which is sponsored by Kaiser Permanente and the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention. He is also a member of the steering committee for the University of California, 
Berkeley - Center for Weight and Health and the board of directors for the Preventing Tobacco 
Addiction Foundation. Through these efforts and the efforts of many others, Kaiser Permanente 
has been recognized as the “the gold standard for preventive health.” 
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
