Section 4110—Scope and
Applicability

This report applies to an executive,
judicial, or legislative agency, which is
defined as a department, agency, court,
court  administrative  office, or
instrumentality in the executive,
judicial, or legislative branch of
Government, including Government
corporations.

Section 4115—Authority

The TROR is Treasury’s only
comprehensive means for periodically
collecting data on the status and
condition of the Federal Government’s
nontax debt portfolio, per requirements
of the Debt Collection Act of 1982 and
the Debt Collection Improvement Act
of 1996.
