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Summary:  This Bulletin introduces a series of educational pamphlets being published by the Division of Compli-
ance Programs designed to provide compliance assistance to member institutions on areas of concern to the
industry and announces the availability of the first pamphlet in the series, Bank Secrecy Act. This first pamphlet
will be sent to each institution with the Compliance Activities Handbook in April 1989.

The pamphlet should assist institu-
tions with the development or eval-
uation of existing compliance pro-
grams to help safeguard against
violations and substantial civil and
criminal penalties. Increased
enforcement actions by the Treasury
Department are resulting in millions
of dollars in penalties to financial
institutions.
