· There is considerable variability, in the format and content of a History & Physical. It is presently not standardized and is typically dependant upon the clinical judgment of the practitioner.

· This recommendation to defer the work on standardizing the History & Physical format will give us time to align our efforts with the efforts of other Standards Development Organizations. For instance, the HL7® Electronic Health Record [EHR] SIG recently voted to defer work on developing standard formats for History and Physicals in their current efforts. · Additionally, by moving the effort to a later date, the H&P group would be better able to align its recommendations for the components of an H&P with the accepted/recommended terminologies for each component, that have been approved by the CHI Council
