Early warning system

•People collect and report dead birds: 
particularly crows, blue jays and birds of prey

•Local mosquito control traps mosquitoes 

•Public health transport specimens

•LSU Veterinary labs tests birds and 
mosquitoes

•Public Health keeps track of results of birds 
and mosquitoes and warns mosquito control 
and the public.
