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W LDLAND FI RE QUALI FI CATI ON SUBSYSTEM

Part 1. WIldfire Qualification Subsystem

A. | NTRODUCTI ON

The Wldland Fire Qualification Subsystem (310-1), devel oped
under the sponsorship of the National WIldfire Coordinating G oup
(NWCG), provides guidance to participating agencies and

organi zations. This guidance is given for the establishnment of
standards for wildland firefighting personnel. Those personnel
nmeeting the established standards are qualified for nobilization
beyond their geographical area.

Personnel who are certified in a position, prior to the

i npl ementation of this subsystem may retain such certification
at the discretion of their agency. To qualify in any other
position, the individual nust neet the standards identified
her ei n.

This systemis designed to:

1. Establish mninumtraining, skills and know edge,
experience and physical fitness standards for the incident |ICS
and skill positions which all participating agenci es have agreed
to nmeet for national nobilization purposes. Standards nay be
augnented to neet specific needs within an agency, but can not be
i nposed on cooperators neeting the mninuns outlined in this
gui de.

2. Al ow cooperating agencies at the local level to jointly
agree upon training, skills and know edge, experience and
physi cal fitness standards required to nmeet suppression needs at
the |l ocal |evel.

Any organi zation or agency intending to supply resources to
incidents to neet national |evel interagency requests wll be
expected to neet the m ninum national requirenents described in
t hi s gui de.

B. DESCRI PTI ON OF THE SUBSYSTEM

The Wldland Fire Qualifications Systemis a "performance based"
qualifications system |In this system the primary criteria for
qualification is individual perfornmance as observed by an

eval uat or usi ng approved standards. This systemdiffers from
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previous wldland fire qualifications systens which have been
"training based”. Training based systens use the conpletion of
training courses or a passing score on an exam nation as a
primary criteria for qualification.

A performance based system has two advantages over a training
based system

. Qualification is based upon real perfornmance, as neasured on
the job, versus perceived perfornmance, as neasured by an
exam nation or classroomactivities.

Personnel who have | earned skills from sources outside
w | dfire suppression, such as agency specific training prograns
or training and work in prescribed fire, structural fire, |aw
enforcenent, search and rescue, etc., may not be required to
conplete specific courses in order to qualify in awldfire
posi tion.

1. The conponents of the wildland fire qualifications
systemare as foll ows:

a. Position Task Books (PTB) contain all critical
tasks which are required to performthe job. There will be a PTB
for each position included in the system except for the foll ow ng
positions: Agency Representative, |Interagency Resource
Representative, and Air Tanker/Fi xed Wng Coordi nator. The tasks
in each PTB have been established by experts fromall NWG
agenci es and geographical areas of the United States, tested on
w ldland fire incidents, and approved by NWCG  PTB's have been
designed in a format which will allow docunentation of a
trainee's ability to performeach task. Tasks pertaining to
tactical decision making and safety are flagged and require a
position performance on a wldfire. Renmaining tasks may be
eval uated through ot her nmeans such as sinulation, prescribed
fire, insect eradication, or other energency and non-energency
wor k.  Successful conpletion of all tasks required of the
position, as determ ned by an evaluator, wll be the basis for
recommendi ng certification.

The follow ng positions utilize the same PTB for the type 2 and
type 1 levels (ICT1/2, PSC1/2, OSCl/2, LSC1l/2, FSCl1/2, SOF1/2,

| OF1/ 2, HEB1/2). It is expected that for those positions having
the sane PTB the trainee will conplete a second book for the next
conplexity level. Exanple: A person conpletes a PTB for |1 CT2 and
is now qualified in that position. Wth adequate experience and
any required training received, the |ocal office nakes a

determ nation that the person is ready for advancenent to the

| CT1 position. The |local office issues a new ICT 1/2 PTB and in
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crossing out the nunber 2 on the PTB cover, identifies that the
trainee is working to conplete the I CT1 position.

| MPORTANT NOTE: Training requirenents include conpletion of al

required training courses prior to obtaining a PTB. Use of the
suggested training courses or job aids is recommended to prepare
the enpl oyee to performin the position. An enployee should not

be given a position performance assignnent if training would be
necessary to conplete the required tasks of the position.

b. Training courses and job aids provide the specific
skills and know edge required to performtasks as prescribed in
the PTB. This provides a direct |link between training and job
performance. Required training has been held to the m ni num
required for safe operations on a wldfire. Although nost
training courses are not "required", all training will be
available and is still intended to be the primary nmeans by which
personnel can prepare for qualification. The decision on
devel opnent of a specific job aid and/or a training course wll
be made at the tinme of developnment. Current training courses are
expected to be used until the newly devel oped job aids or courses
are avail abl e.

c. Agency Certification is issued in the formof an
incident qualification card certifying that the individual is
qualified to performin a specified position. Individuals are
responsi bl e for denonstrating proof of qualification on an
incident for all positions except Advanced Firefighter/Squad Boss
(FFT1), Firefighter (FFT2), Helicopter Crewrenber (HECM, Display
Processor (DPRO), Status/Check-1n Recorder (SCKN), Personnel Tine
Recorder (PTRC) and Equi prent Tinme Recorder (EQTR). Each agency
shal |l qualify and docunment these positions but need not provide
an incident qualification card to agency personnel to exhibit
while on an incident.

2. Responsibilities

The I ocal office is responsible for selecting trainees, proper
use of task books, and certification of trai nees, see the Task
Book Administrators Guide 330-1 for further infornation.

The individual is responsible for show ng proof of
qual i fications, conpleting training courses and conpleting a
position task book.

The Trai ning Specialist on an incident is responsible for
managi ng a training and qualification programon the incident,
considering the needs of the |ocal agency which is responsible
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for the incident, cooperating agencies, and incident personnel.
C. CERTI FI CATI ON AND RECERTI FI CATI ON

Managenent at the sending unit is responsible for certifying and
recertifying qualifications of its personnel based upon the
requi renents of this guide. This responsibility includes

eval uation of personnel for recertification in cases where
position qualifications have been lost as a result of a |l ack of
current experience.

A key conponent in the certification or recertification process
is the subjective evaluation by managenent of an individual's
capability to performin a position. Conpletion of prerequisite
training and experience requirenents al one does not guarantee
that an individual is qualified to performthe work. This is the
primary reason for requiring position performance in many
positions before certification for a position is granted.

The quality of experiences gained in a given position should be
cl osely eval uated when making a determ nation for advancenent to
the next higher position or to a different position. The quality
of experience may relate to the nunber of fuel types in which an
i ndi vi dual has perforned, size of the incident organization in
terms of personnel and equi pnent, and the nunber of assignnents
or conplexity of operations to include the different types of
resources managed on an incident.

Thi s gui de does not recomend the nunber of tines an individual
shoul d serve as a trainee or how many tines a given position
shoul d be filled before advancenent. That is a determ nation
that a supervisor nust nake based on task eval uations, position
performance eval uations and their own judgenent on the quality of
an individual's experience.

D. CURRENCY REQUI REMENTS

Unl ess otherw se noted, the maximumtine all owed for maintaining
currency is three (3) years for air operations positions and five
(5) years for all other positions. For exanple, the currency
requi renent for a Resource Unit Leader is to have functioned in a
satisfactory manner in the last five years as a Resource Unit
Leader or as a Denobilization Unit Leader or as a Pl anning
Section Chief Type 1 or 2. Serving in a position for which the
individual is qualified will maintain the currency of a

prerequi site position, providing that the individual was
previously qualified in that position. In addition, one may

mai ntain currency in a position when serving in a | ower specified
position (see Section K, "ICS, Skill and Di spatch Position
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Qualifications").

Currency requirenents for air operations positions nmay be net by
performng in an air operations position or any higher position,
and any specified lower or simlar air operations duties on a
day- by-day basis or on specific projects such as aerial spraying,
search and rescue, and aerial ignition on prescribed burns. This
type of position experience will be considered as qualifying only
if the individual has previously net all training and

prerequi site experience requirenents for the position.

E. CHALLENCE PROCESS/ REQUI RED TRAI NI NG

Required training (those courses designated as required in
Appendi x B) and required experience are mandatory and can not be
challenged. It is not viewed as reasonable to chall enge any
positions due to the availability of task books and training
courses to trainees. The process of denonstrating the abilities
to performthe position is the conpletion of a task book. Agency
equi val ent courses with |ike |earning and performance objectives
may be substituted for those identified required courses (see

Appendi x B)
F. FI TNESS STANDARDS

In addition to neeting the m ninmum nati onal standards for
training and experience, personnel nust also neet standards for
physical fitness. An accepted nethod to determ ne physical
fitness is the neasurenent of an individual's ability to take in,
transport, and use oxygen, which is the nost inportant factor
affecting ability to perform sustai ned arduous work. Sharkey 1/
states that the best neasure for determ ning health and
functional ability is maxi mal oxygen consunption (Max V02).

Max V02 is a neasure of the maxi mumrate that oxygen can be
consuned and is expressed in mlliliters of oxygen per kil ogram
of body weight per minute. This ranges fromabout 20 milliliters
for poorly conditioned people to about 80 for endurance athletes
such as di stance runners and cross-country skiers. Several

met hods, including the step test, have been used to neasure or
estimate Max VO2.

The follow ng four categories of physical fitness have been
establ i shed for purposes of this guide:

1. Arduous. Duties involve field work requiring physical
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performance calling for above-average endurance and superi or
conditioning. These duties may include an occasional demand for
extraordinarily strenuous activities in energencies under adverse
envi ronnental conditions and over extended periods of tine.

Requi renments include runni ng, wal king, clinbing, junping,

tw sting, bending, and lifting nore than 50 pounds; the pace of
work typically is set by the energency situation. (Requires a
Max V02 of 45.)

2. Moderate. Duties involve field work requiring conplete
control of all physical faculties and may include considerable
wal ki ng over irregular ground, standing for |ong periods of tineg,
lifting 25 to 50 pounds, clinbing, bending, stooping, squatting,
tw sting, and reaching. QOccasional demands nmay be required for
noderately strenuous activities in energencies over |ong periods
of tinme. Individuals usually set their own work pace. (Requires
a Max V02 of 40.)

3. Light. Duties mainly involve office type work with
occasional field activity characterized by |ight physical
exertion requiring basic good health. Activities may include
clinbing stairs, standing, operating a vehicle, and |ong hours of
wor k, as well as sone bendi ng, stooping, or light lifting.

I ndi vi dual s al nost al ways can govern the extent and pace of their
physical activity. (Requires a Max V02 of 35.)

4. None. Duties are normally perfornmed in a controlled
envi ronnent, such as an incident base or canp.

Agenci es have the latitude to determ ne the nethod of eval uating
t he physical fitness of their personnel. However, it should be a
measur abl e eval uati on process such as the Standard Step Test, 1-
1/2 mle run, or other established neasurable nethod as opposed
to a subjective anal ysis.

Al'l positions identified in Section K, ICS, Skill and D spatch
Position Qualifications of this docunent have established fitness
| evel s. Should any position identified with a fitness |evel as
"None" have the need to be on the fireline the required fitness

| evel shall be "Light".

G | NCl DENT COVPLEXI TY
There are many factors that determ ne the conplexity of an

i ncident, such as size, location, threat to |life and property,
political sensitivity, organizational conplexity, jurisdictional

boundari es, values-at-risk, fuel type, topography, agency policy,
etc. However, the qualifications of the Incident Conmmander (IC)
assigned to an incident are the responsibility and the discretion
of the responsibl e agency or agenci es.

The Agency Adm nistrator or designated representative nust
determ ne the conplexity of an incident and assign qualified
personnel as needed. In situations where nultiple agencies and
jurisdictions are involved, the determ nation of conplexity and
qualifications should be nade jointly.

Note: The follow ng descriptions are only guidelines to assist
the manager in determ ning the conplexity of an incident. They
are not intended to correlate incident typing to teamtyping. It
is felt that the adm nistrator nust obtain the qualifications
necessary to handle the incident separately fromthe typi ng of
the fire incident.

TYPE 4: (Initial Attack Incident)

Nat i onwi de about 95 percent of all wildland fire incidents fal
into this type. These are snmall incidents of relatively sinple
conplexity that are handled with very few firefighting forces.
This type of incident has the follow ng characteristics:

1. Resources vary froma single firefighter to severa
single resources. Possibly a single Task Force or Strike Team

2. Normally limted to one operational period - at | east
the control phrase. Mp up may extend into nmultiple periods.

3. Normally does not require a witten action plan.

4. Normally the Command/ General Staff positions will not be
activated.

TYPE 3: (Extended Attack Incident)

Initial responses wth a | arge nunber of resources or an extended
attack are exanples of this incident type. 1In a tinber type, the
incidents may be relatively small (less than 100 acres), but in
range type areas the fire size could be significantly |arger
(1,000 acres or nore).

Characteristics of a Type 3 Incident are:

1. Resources vary from several single resources to several
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Task Forces/ Stri ke Teans.

2. The incident may be divided into divisions, but would
usual ly not neet the D vision/ Goup Supervisor conplexity in
regards to span-of-control. The incident could be divided into
segment s.

3. May involve nultiple operational periods prior to
control. If so, a witten action plan would be required.

4. Some Command and Ceneral Staff positions may be
activated, but usually not at the D vision/Goup Supervisor and
Unit Leader |evel as commonly used in Type 1 or 2 |evels.

5. May utilize staging areas and establish a base.
TYPE 2:

This is the first level at which nost or all of the Command and
CGeneral Staff positions are activated. The Incident Commander
and the Command/ General Staff nust function as a team handling
all aspects of supervising a | arge organi zation, nultiple
operational periods, the gathering of information to devel op an
action plan, the devel oping of an action plan, and the providing
of logistical support including the establishnment and operation
of a base and possi bly canps.

Characteristics of a Type 2 Incident are:

1. Mst or all of the Command/ General Staff positions are
filled.

2. Base/canp(s) are established.

3. The incident extends into multiple operational periods.

4. A witten action plan is needed and prepared.

5. Many of the functional units are needed and staffed.

6. Nunber of lines workers per operational period usually
does not exceed 200 and the total personnel on the incident
normal |y does not exceed 500 personnel. These nunbers are guides
only.

TYPE 1:

The primary difference between a Type 1 and a Type 2 incident is
a matter of size and conplexity. The factors that affect the



decision to go to a "Type 1" operation are extrenely variabl e and
depend to a |l arge extent upon the needs and policies of the
agency or agencies invol ved.

A Type 1 incident al nost always requires the establishnment of
divisions that require Division/Goup Supervisor qualified
personnel and may require the establishnent of branches.

| nci dent Managenent Teans assigned to Type 1 Incidents are the
agenci es' nost qualified personnel.

The Type 1 Incident neets all of the criteria of a Type 2
I nci dent plus the foll ow ng:

1. Usually all Conmmand and Ceneral Staff positions are
activat ed.

2. Qperations personnel nmay often exceed 500 per
operational period and total personnel on the incident wll
usual |y exceed 1000. These nunbers are guides only.

This is a large, conplex incident and requires well-qualified
personnel at the I1C and Command/ General Staff level. In nost
cases the personnel qualified at this level will have had
multiple Type 2 assignnents before being qualified and assi gned
at this level.

AREA COVIVAND:

The Area Conmand organi zation is established when an incident is
so large that it nust be subdivided and nanaged as two or nore
separate incidents, or when nultiple, separate incidents having
separate Incident Commanders nust be managed. The functions of
Area Command differ fromthe Type 1 or 2 levels in that the role
is oversight direction of multiple incidents rather than direct
action on any one incident. Area Conmand manages the efforts of
the various Incident Conmanders to ensure that overall objectives
are being net, to set priorities anong incidents, and to allocate
scarce resources.

H  REVI EW AND UPDATE OF THE QUALI FI CATI ON SUBSYSTEM

To keep the Wldland Fire Qualification Subsystem viable and
current, it is necessary to have a process for making revisions.
This process requires users of the systemto submt proposed
revisions (in witing) through agency channels to the Incident
Command System Wor ki ng Team (| CSW) .

While the | CSWI' may handl e special problens at any tine, the
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pl anned revision interval will be three (3) years. Users may
submt proposed revisions as needs are identified. The |CSW
wll review the proposals and recomend adoption or rejection by
NVCG.

. PCSI TI ON CATEGCRI ES

The following three types of positions are identified in this
gui de:

1. 1CS positions. Any position found on the ICS
organi zational chart in the Operational System Description (OSD)
Training may include required and suggested "I" courses, "S"
courses and a job aid.

Non- Oper ati ons Section personnel have an option of line certified
training for duty when their skills are needed on the fireline.
The followi ng skills and know edge are required for certification
as identified in the foll owm ng courses:

Introduction to ICS (I-100)

Firefighter Training (S-130)

I ntroduction to Fire Behavior (S-190)

For those personnel in identified wwth a physical fitness |evel
of none, whose skills are needed on the fireline, the physical
fitness level shall be light. |If a person has not received |ine
certified training, they may travel to the |line when acconpani ed
by soneone certifying conpletion of the skills and know edge
identified above.

2. Skill positions. These positions are unique to wldland

fire suppression, they require a |level of specific skills and
know edge to performw | dfire suppression jobs and are those
positions not identified in the OSD but included in the attached
organi zati onal charts. Personnel should be assigned only to
positions in which they have denonstrated the ability to perform
successful ly.

Non- Oper ati ons Section personnel have an option of line certified
training for duty when their skills are needed on the fireline.
The follow ng skills and know edge are required for certification
as identified in the foll owm ng courses:

Introduction to ICS (I-100)
Firefighter Training (S 130)
I ntroduction to Fire Behavior (S-190)

For those personnel identified with a physical fitness |evel of
none, whose skills are needed on the fireline, the physical
fitness level shall be light. |If a person has not received |ine
certified training, they may travel to the |line when acconpani ed
by sonmeone certifying conpletion of the skills and know edge
identified above.

3. Technical specialist positions. Technical specialists
are personnel with special skills who are activated only when
needed. These specialists nay be used anywhere within the fire
organi zation. No mninmumqualifications are prescribed in this
gui de because these personnel usually performthe sane duties
during an incident that they performin their everyday job. Most
technical specialists are certified in their field or profession.
To orient technical specialists, it is suggested that the skills
and knowl edge fromthe follow ng training courses be revi ewed:

I ntroduction to ICS (I-100)
Wl dl and Fire Suppression Orientation for
Personnel (S-110)

Non- Oper at i ons

Techni cal specialist personnel have an option of line certified
training for duty when their skills are needed on the fireline.
The follow ng skills and know edge are required for certification
as identified in the foll owm ng courses:

I ntroduction to ICS (I-100)

Firefighter Training (S-130)

I ntroduction to Fire Behavior (S 190)

For all technical specialist personnel whose skills are needed on
the fireline, the physical fitness level shall be light. If a
person has not received line certified training, they may travel
to the line when acconpani ed by soneone certifying conpletion of
the skills and know edge identified above.

GLOSSARY

Certification - The process whereby an agency nanager confirns
t hrough the issuance of an incident qualification card that an
individual is qualified to performin a specified position.

Certified Person - One who neets a fitness qualification, has
prerequi site experience requirenents, has successfully conpleted
required training, has conpleted a specific PTB and has been
agency certified and issued an incident qualification card for
that specific position.

Currency Requirenent - The requirenent to performsatisfactorily
in a specified position within the last five (5) years (three (3)
years for aviation and sone di spatch positions) to nmaintain
qualification for the position.

Eval uator - A person who is certified in the position the trainee
is being evaluated in and who is assigned to evaluate a trainee's
performance agai nst tasks listed in a PTB. The eval uator nmakes a
determ nation as to whether the individual successfully perforns
a task; signs off on the task in the PTB, if the task is
performed correctly; or determ nes what renedial actions are
necessary if the task is not performed correctly. Wen all tasks
in the PTB are successfully conpleted, (including successful
position performance if required), the evaluator may reconmend
that the trainee receive a certification fromhis designated
agency manager.

EXCEPTI ON: The | ocal office may designate subject natter experts
not qualified in the target position to do task eval uations for
specific tasks coded "O'. An exanple would be an agency
admnistrative officer could sign off on a Conpensation/d ai ns
Unit Leader conpleting conpensation and clains docunents (Task
#12) .

Experience - Docunented, satisfactory performance in a specified
position needed to qualify for another (usually higher |evel)
posi tion.

| CS Positions - Any position found on the I CS organi zati onal
chart in the Operational System Description (OSD)

Local Ofice - The local office is the designated agency nanager
that hired the enployee. This could be a district, county,
state, park, reservation, or simlar entity.
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O her Assignments That WII Mintain Currency - Positions at a
hi gher or specified |ower level that will neet the currency
requirenents for a given position.

Position Performance - The eval uated performance of a trainee in
fulfilling the duties of the target position in a wldfire
setting.

Recertification - Confirmation, through the re-issuance of an
incident qualification card, that an individual has regained
qualification for a specified position that was | ost through a

| ack of current experience. Recertification is based upon an

i ndi vidual's satisfactory performance in that position as a
trainee, by sinulation exercise, and/or by retaking the required
training for that position.

Skill Position - Positions unique to wildland fire suppression
which require a level of specific skills and know edge to perform
wi | dfire suppression jobs and are those positions not identified
in the OSD but are included in the organi zational charts of the
Wl dland Fire Qualification Subsystem Gui de.

Task Evaluation. Evaluating the performance of an trainee

agai nst the tasks listed in the PTB. During the assignnment the
individual is required to performthe tasks under the direction
and observation of an evaluator, who signs off on the PTB as
tasks are conpleted, and conpletes the "incident experience
record".

Technical Specialist - Personnel wth special skills who are
activated only when needed. These specialists may be used
anywhere within the organization. No mninumqualifications are
prescribed because they usually performthe sane duties during an
incident that they performin their everyday job. Mst technical
specialists are certified in their field or profession.

Trainee - An individual, approved by their agency, who is
preparing to qualify for a position through conpletion of

trai ning courses, on-the-job training, and task eval uation and
position evaluation assignnments. Also, a person who is
attenpting to denonstrate task eval uation or position perfornmance
of required job tasks under the direct supervision of an

eval uator who is qualified in that position.
