SENDS was diligent in helping
her to make the transition into homeownership and was there assisting from loan application to
loan closing. Southeast Nebraska Community Action (SENCA) provided homebuyer education,
and was able to secure down payment and closing costs assistance through the Federal Home
Loan Bank in the amount of $3,000. Local Realtors, family, and staff of SENDS helped
facilitate the process and helped Hollie find a house that would be perfect for her.

The Results: Hotie purchased a charming, two bedroom, one bathroom, 728 square
foot home, in a well kept neighborhood of Auburn. Her home is close to downtown where she
works, providing her easy access. Through homeownership, Hollie contributes to her
community. Auburn will most likely be the place she continues to live, do business in, hold a job
in, and to continue to enjoy as the place she calls her home.
