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Executive Order 13224, dated September 23,
2001. Executive Order 13224 gives the U.S.
government a powerful tool to impede terrorist
funding and is part of our national commitment to
lead the international effort to bring a halt to the evil
of terrorist activity. President Bush issued Executive
Order 13224 pursuant to the authorities of the
International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50
U.S.C. 1701 et seq.)(IEEPA), the National
Emergencies Act (50 U.S.C. 1601 et seq.), section 5
of the United Nations Participation Act of 1945, as
amended (22 U.S.C. 287c)(UNPA), and section 301
of title 3, United States Code.
