3. Quality — bad taste/flavor; poor texture; too tough; strong
aroma/smell; cookability/meltability problems; or poor appearance.

4. Delivery/Timing - damaged packages/products; timeliness of deliveries.

5. Packaging - poor quality or wrapping; pack size too small, or pack size too large.

6. Other (see "Additional Comments” block).
