popul ation and | owers the established EPA price tag of a human life from
$6.1 million to $3.7 million. This conclusion, that the |lives of senior
citizens are |l ess valuable than others, raises serious ethical and
scientific questions. Further, if said analysis is fully applied,

regul ations for air pollution, toxic waste cleanup, food | abeling and
other quality of life issues could be weakened or not even inplenented at
all. And, finally, and ironically, it will be the senior citizens

t hensel ves who will feel the brunt of these changes since their health is
the nost vulnerable to dirty air and unhealthy food. (WIIl their lives be
even | ess val uabl e then?)
