A11 other tletinitions mislead 
consumers and damage the integrity of the US .  beef industry 

U.S. producers spend significant time, money, resources and energy in order to produce top 
quality livestock. Cattle and beef products that were born and partially raised in another 
country should not he labeled as a product of the United States! 

We buy clothes. cars and many other manufactured goods that bear the country-of-origin label; 
and yet, there is no requirement for country-of-origin labels for the food we feed to our families. 
As a matter of choice, many consumers may wish to purchase meat from animals born and raised 
in the United States. 

I strongly support a mandatory labeling program with a uniform, consistent definition for 
domestic origin born, raised, slaughtered and processed in the United States. 

I oppose the petition submitted in September 2000, that would allow imported beef products to 
be fed in the U.S. for 100 days, processed in the United States and would receivr a country of 
origin label, "Beef Made in the U.S.A."
