From April to August
of 2007, he served as the Acting Principal Deputy Assistant Secretary — Indian Affairs.

His experience at the Interior Department also includes having served as an attorney in the
Office of the Solicitor and as Deputy Associate Solicitor for the Division of Indian Affairs. He
also served for severa years with the Bureau of Indian Affairs.

Skibine holds a degree in economics from the University of Chicago and alaw degree from the
University of Minnesota Law School.
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
