A Contract Laboratory. The chem stry |aboratory under contract to
FSIS to performnon-residue food chem stry anal yses on neat and poultry
food sanples submtted by FSIS i nspectors. This laboratory is under the
technical direction of the S&T Program

B. Accredited Laboratories. Private analytical |aboratories that have
met the requirenments for accreditation specified in ? 318.21 and ?
381.153 of the MI Regulations and hence, at an establishnent's
di scretion, may be used in lieu of an FSIS |aboratory for analyzing

official regulatory sanples. Paynent for the analysis of official
sanples is to be made by the establishnment using the accredited
| abor at ory.

C. Routi ne Sanpl es. These food chem stry sanples include nornal

nmoni toring, surveillance-inspector generated, and verification sanples
fromofficial establishnents.

D. Non-routine Sanples. These food chemstry sanples include
evidentiary sanples covered in FSIS Directive 10,625.1, such as those
collected for the Conpliance and Enmergency Progranms. O her non-routine
sanples include export certification sanples, sanples split with an
accredited | aboratory, and those drawn due to consuner conpl aints.

E. Split Sanples. An official sanple divided into duplicate portions,
one portion to be analyzed by an accredited |aboratory (for officia
regul atory purposes) and the other portion by a Technical Support
Laboratory (for conparison purposes).

F. Techni cal Support Laboratories. Food Safety and | nspection Service
(FSI'S), laboratories having the capability to perform all chem cal
m cr obi ol ogi cal , and pat hol ogi cal testing required by FSIS.

GENERAL REQUI REMENTS

A. Routine food chemstry sanple types are to be shipped only to
contract | aboratories. Routine food chem stry sanples directed to a
Techni cal Support Laboratory will be discarded.

B. Non-routine food chemstry sanple types, except split sanples, are
to be shipped to Technical Support Laboratories only. M sdi rected
sanples will be transhipped to the correct |aboratory.

C. Split sanples are to be shipped from accredited |aboratory
sanplings only as directed in Paragraph I X. of this directive. Split
sanples directed to contract | aboratories will be discarded.

D. Speci al project or conputer-generated sanples are to be submtted
only to the |laboratory designated by the project instruction or
specified on the sanple request form M sdirected sanples will be
di scar ded.
