Great Lakes Compact:

Fire Danger: Fire Danger is low.

Fire Weather: Areas of light snow will linger over the southeastern Great Lakes through Wednesday afternoon as a low
moves northern Big Rivers. Brisk and very cold north winds will affect the central and eastern Great Lakes on the
backside of the low. The arctic air mass will persist over the Great Lakes through Friday night into Saturday. Another
low is forecast to affect the compact Friday night into Saturday night which may produce areas of light snow.
Temperatures are forecast to moderate this weekend into early next week.

Activity: No activity reported.

Forecast Fire Danger

Big Rivers Compact:

Fire Danger: Fire Danger is mainly low with moderate fire danger on the Mark Twain NF.

Fire Weather: Areas of light to moderate snow will linger over the southeastern Great Lakes through Wednesday
afternoon as a low moves northern Big Rivers. Brisk and very cold north winds will affect the Big Rivers from west to east
on the backside of the low. The arctic air mass will persist over the Big Rivers through Friday night into Saturday.
Another low is forecast to affect the compact Friday night into Saturday night which may produce areas of light snow
across mainly the northern portions of the compact. Temperatures are forecast to moderate this weekend.

Activity: The Mark Twain completed one Rx burn for 398 acres last week on the Houston/Rolla Ranger District.

Northeast Compact:

Fire Danger: Fire Danger is mainly low.

Fire Weather: Areas of light snow or snow showers are expected across the southern Northeast States Wednesday
evening into Thursday morning as a low drifts eastward through the Mid-Atlantic States. Brisk and chilly north to
northeast winds will affect the compact on the backside of this low. Another low is forecast to push through the compact
later this weekend into MLK Day creating areas of light snow. The coldest air should shift northeast out of the Northeast
as the weekend progresses.

Fire Danger: Fire Danger is mainly low.

Fire Weather: Areas of light snow or snow showers are expected across the Mid-Atlantic States Wednesday afternoon
into Thursday morning as a low drifts eastward through the compact. Brisk and very cold north to northwest winds will
affect the compact on the backside of this first low Tuesday evening into Wednesday. Frigid air will linger into the
weekend across the eastern states. Another low is forecast to push through the Northeast Sunday into MLK Day
producing areas of light snow once again.
