The Ohio Administrative Code (Chapter 3701-40) contains rules for the
law (3701.503 - 3701.509 and 3923.55 -- 3923.56) requiring universal
newborn hearing screening. Each birthing hospital, free standing
birthing center and children's hospital wrote a protocol for conducting
UNHS. Infant Hearing Program staff at the Ohio Department of Health
reviewed each institution's UNHS protocol for compliance with the rules
and the law.
