Enforccment Action Expected for Building 374 Compliance Advisory (Rocky
Flats): The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE)
issued a Compliance Advisory to Kaiser-Hill Company, L.L.C., Rocky Mountain
Remediation Services, Inc., and the Rocky Flats Field Office on July 7, 1998,
bused on an inspection afler a small spill of mixed waste on the loading dock of
Building 374. All actions in response to the Compliance Advisory were
completed last year, except {or draining Tank D-812, which cannot be drained as
planned. CDPHE has agreed for the time being that draining may be deferred. We
expect an enforcement action Lo be taken by CDPHE in the near future based on
the deficiencies identified in the Compliancé Advisory. We undersiand that
CDPHE will issue a proposed consent order but details are not yet known.

Building 886 Highly Enriched Uranium Tank Removal (Rocky Flats): The
waste generated as much as nine months ago has been counted. The sufeguards
inventory for April was subsequently completed satisfactorily. Work to remove
the tanks will now proceed and is projected 1o take about six wecks.
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Building 371 Actinide Solutions (Rocky FIlats): The processing through the
Caustic Wastc Trcatment System of all actinide solutions from Building 371 tap
and drain was completed on June 28. This meets the Defense Nuclear Facilities
Safety I3oard milestone to complete this activity by June 30.
