Gathers and socializes requirements definition
Defines resource allocation, prioritizes Command S&T needs
Conducts and Coordinates Naval experimentation
Develops prototype solutions and works out transition path options

6. Must Have a TS SCI Clearance
7. Must Be a Self Starter, Highly Motivated, Agent of Change, Positive Attitude
8. Strong Communication Skills
9. Can maintain a sense of humor under high stress situations
