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Goal #1:  Ohio communities will have access to population-based oral disease prevention programs.

Strategy #1.1:

Encourage and enable Ohio communities to implement community water fluoridation. 

BOHS ACTIVITIES:
A. Improve public access to high quality information on fluorides and water fluoridation by maintaining on the BOHS Website, current information and links to resources.

B. Maximize the impact of Ohio’s fluoridation statute through fluoridation promotion and education efforts.  

C. Provide limited reimbursement for start-up and maintenance costs of water fluoridation.

Strategy #1.2:  
Support school-based dental sealant programs.

BOHS ACTIVITIES:

A. Fund local agencies (through grants) to operate efficient, high quality school-based dental sealant programs.

B. Improve quality in sealant grant programs by assuring accurate subgrantee reporting, analyzing quarterly report data and other documentation. 
C. Develop a written set of sealant program quality standards as a basis for conducting site visits and providing technical assistance based on identified program needs.

D. Evaluate the BOHS approach to funding school-based sealant programs and restructure as appropriate.

Strategy #1.3:
Provide the opportunity for targeted communities, primarily those without optimal water fluoridation, to operate school-based fluoride mouth rinse (FMR) programs. 
BOHS ACTIVITIES:  

A. Provide materials, technical assistance and periodic monitoring for the FMR program, particularly at those schools identified as high priority. 

B. Post and maintain FMR program data on the BOHS Website. 
C. Prepare and distribute certificates of appreciation for schools with 25 years of consistent participation in the FMR program. 
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Strategy #2.1:
Strengthen and support the dental care safety net. 

BOHS ACTIVITIES:  
A. Analyze past reports from safety net dental clinic subgrantees and establish clinic operations benchmarks for use in subgrant review, based on those findings.
B. Through a single Request for Proposal, select recipients of multi-year subgrants (for funding beginning 1/1/08) for start-up/expansion and maintenance support to safety net dental clinics.
C. Collaborate with private foundation partners to develop, implement and evaluate the technical assistance program of the Oral Health Capacity Building project. 

D. Collaborate with the National Maternal and Child Oral Health Resource Center on the development of a Web-based Ohio Dental Safety Net Clinic Information Center and distance learning curriculum. 
E. Continue to provide technical assistance to agencies interested in operating safety net dental clinics.
F. Administer the Ohio Dentist Loan Repayment Program.
G. Prepare and submit applications for federal Dental Health Professional Shortage Area (HPSA) designations in Ohio.
Strategy #2.2:
Administer OPTIONS, the statewide dental case management program for uninsured Ohioans without access to dental care.  

BOHS ACTIVITIES:
A. Fund (through grants) four agencies to provide regional OPTIONS referral coordination services.

B. Evaluate the OPTIONS program on a statewide and regional level. 

C. Provide technical assistance to regional OPTIONS offices, as necessary.

D. Collaborate with the ODA on 10th anniversary activities including the development of a video to be used at Annual Session and for recruitment efforts.

E. Support the OPTIONS Steering Committee in its role of providing program oversight and making policy decisions.

F. Improve the presence and functionality (submission of dentist enrollment forms and treatment values via Website) of OPTIONS on the BOHS Website.


Strategy #3.1:
Make data and other information available to help communities describe local oral health status and access to dental care in order to assess community oral health needs.
BOHS ACTIVITIES:

A. Activate a county-level, internet-based oral health surveillance system to describe oral health status, demographics and access to dental care factors. 
· Assess ability to provide data below the county level in large population centers.

B. Write and disseminate reports on oral health data:

· Oral health data brief and separate summary page (hard copy and Website),

· 2004-05 school oral health survey (hard copy and Website),

· Journal “Brief Reports” on sentinel school validation and sealant programs 
C. Conduct oral health surveys of 15  Head Start sites and 30 sentinel schools.
D. Develop and maintain the BOHS Website as a rich information source on oral health, oral health policy issues and BOHS programs/funding opportunities that is coordinated with the Ohio Dental Safety Net Information Center and linked to other valuable information sources.

Strategy 3.2:  Encourage and support community oral health partnerships/coalitions and initiatives.
BOHS ACTIVITIES:

 A.  Provide consultation and technical assistance to communities with interest in developing new or maintaining existing dental partnerships/coalitions.

Strategy 3.3:  Enable non-dental health professionals to improve the oral health of the populations they serve.

BOHS ACTIVITIES:

A. In a targeted fashion, train primary care providers on oral health risk assessment, fluoride varnish application and referral.

B.  Provide targeted training on the Help Me Smile program to systems in Ohio that serve mothers and young children (e.g., WIC, EHS/HS, HMG, CFHS, BCMH).

C. Develop and make available oral health screening training materials for Ohio school nurses.

Pending an assessment by the Ohio Head Start Oral Health Workgroup on the best mechanism for accomplishing its purpose in 2007, participate on and provide staff support to the Workgroup or whatever process may supersede it.


Strategy #4.1

Convene stakeholders to develop and implement recommendations for improving access to dental care for vulnerable Ohioans.
BOHS ACTIVITIES:
A. Work with other stakeholders (e.g., ODJFS, ODE, Minority Health Commission) to implement specific DTF recommendations (including those that emanated from the work of the Dental Workforce Roundtable) and to track progress.
Strategy #4.2:

Maintain public and policymaker awareness of the importance of access to dental care as a public policy issue.  

BOHS ACTIVITIES
 A.  Collaborate/consult with agencies and professional organizations [e.g., Ohio Coalition for Oral Health, Ohio Dental Association, ODJFS] on oral health and dental care policy issues.

B. Collaborate with the Ohio Coalition for Oral Health to plan the (Anthem Foundation-funded) second Access to Dental Care Summit (to be held in November 2007). 

Population Targets

Population Target 1: 
No more than 22% of third grade school-children will have untreated dental caries.  [Data Source: ODH Sentinel School Oral Health Survey]

Population Target 2:
No more than 22% of children in Head Start will have untreated dental caries.  [Data Source: ODH Sentinel Head Start Oral Health Survey]
Population Target 3:  
At least 90% of children enrolled in Head Start Programs will have had a dental visit by the end of the school year.  [Data Source: Head Start Program Information Report]

Population Target 4:  

93% of Ohioans served by public water systems will receive optimally fluoridated drinking water. [Data Source: OEPA/ODH]
Population Target 5:
50% of third grade Ohio schoolchildren will have dental sealants on one or more permanent molar teeth. [Data Source: ODH Sentinel School Oral Health Survey]

Annual BOHS Program Targets

Annual Program Target 1:
Through BOHS-funded school-based dental sealant programs, evaluate 30,000 children in grades 2, 3, 6 and 7 for sealants and provide sealants to 20,000 of them. 

Annual Program Target 2:
Increase OPTIONS dentist enrollment to 950; people assisted to 6000; people matched to program dentists to 1500; and cases closed to 850. 

Annual Program Target 3:
At least one new Ohio community will commit to implement water fluoridation.

Annual Program Target 4: 
Fifty five (55) underserved areas in Ohio will have dental Health Professional Shortage Area (HPSA) designations or will have applications submitted to the federal Shortage Designation Branch. 
Annual Program Target 5:
Eight dentists in Ohio will receive loan repayment for serving underserved Ohio communities.

Annual Program Target 6:
