SEC. 2. PURPOSE. 1

It is the purpose of this Act to provide dependable 2

and stable funding for children’s health insurance under 3

titles XXI and XIX of the Social Security Act in order 4

to enroll all six million uninsured children who are eligible, 5

but not enrolled, for coverage today through such titles. 6

SEC. 3. GENERAL EFFECTIVE DATE; EXCEPTION FOR STATE 7

LEGISLATION; CONTINGENT EFFECTIVE 8

DATE; RELIANCE ON LAW. 9

(a) GENERAL EFFECTIVE DATE.—Unless otherwise 10

provided in this Act, subject to subsections (b) through 11

(d), this Act (and the amendments made by this Act) shall 12

take effect on April 1, 2009, and shall apply to child 13

health assistance and medical assistance provided on or 14

after that date. 15

(b) EXCEPTION FOR STATE LEGISLATION.—In the 16

case of a State plan under title XIX or State child health 17

plan under XXI of the Social Security Act, which the Sec-18

retary of Health and Human Services determines requires 19

State legislation in order for the respective plan to meet 20
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one or more additional requirements imposed by amend-1

ments made by this Act, the respective plan shall not be 2

regarded as failing to comply with the requirements of 3

such title solely on the basis of its failure to meet such 4

an additional requirement before the first day of the first 5

calendar quarter beginning after the close of the first reg-6

ular session of the State legislature that begins after the 7

date of enactment of this Act. For purposes of the pre-8

vious sentence, in the case of a State that has a 2-year 9

legislative session, each year of the session shall be consid-10

ered to be a separate regular session of the State legisla-11

ture. 12

(c) COORDINATION OF CHIP FUNDING FOR FISCAL 13

YEAR 2009.—Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 14

insofar as funds have been appropriated under section 15

2104(a)(11), 2104(k), or 2104(l) of the Social Security 16

Act, as amended by section 201 of Public Law 110–173, 17

to provide allotments to States under CHIP for fiscal year 18

2009—19

(1) any amounts that are so appropriated that 20

are not so allotted and obligated before April 1, 21

2009, are rescinded; and 22

(2) any amount provided for CHIP allotments 23

to a State under this Act (and the amendments 24

made by this Act) for such fiscal year shall be re-25
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duced by the amount of such appropriations so allot-1

ted and obligated before such date. 2

(d) RELIANCE ON LAW.—With respect to amend-3

ments made by this Act (other than title VII) that become 4

effective as of a date—5

(1) such amendments are effective as of such 6

date whether or not regulations implementing such 7

amendments have been issued; and 8

(2) Federal financial participation for medical 9

assistance or child health assistance furnished under 10

title XIX or XXI, respectively, of the Social Security 11

Act on or after such date by a State in good faith 12

reliance on such amendments before the date of pro-13

mulgation of final regulations, if any, to carry out 14

such amendments (or before the date of guidance, if 15

any, regarding the implementation of such amend-16

ments) shall not be denied on the basis of the 17

State’s failure to comply with such regulations or 18

guidance. 19

(and countable towards) the total amount 11

of allotments available under this section 12

to the State in fiscal year 2010 (including 13

payments made to the State under sub-14

section (n) for fiscal year 2010 as well as 15

amounts redistributed to the State in fiscal 16

year 2010), multiplied by the allotment in-17

crease factor under paragraph (5) for fis-18

cal year 2011. 19

‘‘(iii) GROWTH FACTOR UPDATE FOR 20

FISCAL YEAR 2012.—For fiscal year 2012, 21

the allotment of the State is equal to the 22

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‘‘(I) the amount of the State al-1

lotment under clause (ii) for fiscal 2

year 2011; and 3

‘‘(II) the amount of any pay-4

ments made to the State under sub-5

section (n) for fiscal year 2011, 6

multiplied by the allotment increase factor 7

under paragraph (5) for fiscal year 2012. 8

‘‘(3) FOR FISCAL YEAR 2013.—9

‘‘(A) FIRST HALF.—Subject to paragraphs 10

(4) and (6), from the amount made available 11

under subparagraph (A) of paragraph (16) of 12

subsection (a) for the semi-annual period de-13

scribed in such paragraph, increased by the 14

amount of the appropriation for such period 15

under section 108 of the Children’s Health In-16

surance Program Reauthorization Act of 2009, 17

the Secretary shall compute a State allotment 18

for each State (including the District of Colum-19

bia and each commonwealth and territory) for 20

such semi-annual period in an amount equal to 21

the first half ratio (described in subparagraph 22

(D)) of the amount described in subparagraph 23

(C). 24
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‘‘(B) SECOND HALF.—Subject to para-1

graphs (4) and (6), from the amount made 2

available under subparagraph (B) of paragraph 3

(16) of subsection (a) for the semi-annual pe-4

riod described in such paragraph, the Secretary 5

shall compute a State allotment for each State 6

(including the District of Columbia and each 7

commonwealth and territory) for such semi-an-8

nual period in an amount equal to the amount 9

made available under such subparagraph, multi-10

plied by the ratio of—11

‘‘(i) the amount of the allotment to 12

such State under subparagraph (A); to 13

‘‘(ii) the total of the amount of all of 14

the allotments made available under such 15

subparagraph. 16

‘‘(C) FULL YEAR AMOUNT BASED ON 17

REBASED AMOUNT.—The amount described in 18

this subparagraph for a State is equal to the 19

Federal payments to the State that are attrib-20

utable to (and countable towards) the total 21

amount of allotments available under this sec-22

tion to the State in fiscal year 2012 (including 23

payments made to the State under subsection 24

(n) for fiscal year 2012 as well as amounts re-25
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distributed to the State in fiscal year 2012), 1

multiplied by the allotment increase factor 2

under paragraph (5) for fiscal year 2013. 3

‘‘(D) FIRST HALF RATIO.—The first half 4

ratio described in this subparagraph is the ratio 5

of—6

‘‘(i) the sum of—7

‘‘(I) the amount made available 8

under subsection (a)(16)(A); and 9

‘‘(II) the amount of the appro-10

priation for such period under section 11

108 of the Children’s Health Insur-12

ance Program Reauthorization Act of 13

2009; to 14

‘‘(ii) the sum of the—15

‘‘(I) amount described in clause 16

(i); and 17

‘‘(II) the amount made available 18

under subsection (a)(16)(B). 19

‘‘(4) PRORATION RULE.—If, after the applica-20

tion of this subsection without regard to this para-21

graph, the sum of the allotments determined under 22

paragraph (1), (2), or (3) for a fiscal year (or, in 23

the case of fiscal year 2013, for a semi-annual pe-24

riod in such fiscal year) exceeds the amount avail-25
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able under subsection (a) for such fiscal year or pe-1

riod, the Secretary shall reduce each allotment for 2

any State under such paragraph for such fiscal year 3

or period on a proportional basis. 4

‘‘(5) ALLOTMENT INCREASE FACTOR.—The al-5

lotment increase factor under this paragraph for a 6

fiscal year is equal to the product of the following: 7

‘‘(A) PER CAPITA HEALTH CARE GROWTH 8

FACTOR.—1 plus the percentage increase in the 9

projected per capita amount of National Health 10

Expenditures from the calendar year in which 11

the previous fiscal year ends to the calendar 12

year in which the fiscal year involved ends, as 13

most recently published by the Secretary before 14

the beginning of the fiscal year. 15

‘‘(B) CHILD POPULATION GROWTH FAC-16

TOR.—1 plus the percentage increase (if any) in 17

the population of children in the State from 18

July 1 in the previous fiscal year to July 1 in 19

the fiscal year involved, as determined by the 20

Secretary based on the most recent published 21

estimates of the Bureau of the Census before 22

the beginning of the fiscal year involved, plus 1 23

percentage point. 24
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‘‘(6) INCREASE IN ALLOTMENT TO ACCOUNT 1

FOR APPROVED PROGRAM EXPANSIONS.—In the case 2

of one of the 50 States or the District of Columbia 3

that—4

‘‘(A) has submitted to the Secretary, and 5

has approved by the Secretary, a State plan 6

amendment or waiver request relating to an ex-7

pansion of eligibility for children or benefits 8

under this title that becomes effective for a fis-9

cal year (beginning with fiscal year 2010 and 10

ending with fiscal year 2013); and 11

‘‘(B) has submitted to the Secretary, be-12

fore the August 31 preceding the beginning of 13

the fiscal year, a request for an expansion allot-14

ment adjustment under this paragraph for such 15

fiscal year that specifies—16

‘‘(i) the additional expenditures that 17

are attributable to the eligibility or benefit 18

expansion provided under the amendment 19

or waiver described in subparagraph (A), 20

as certified by the State and submitted to 21

the Secretary by not later than August 31 22

preceding the beginning of the fiscal year; 23

and 24
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‘‘(ii) the extent to which such addi-1

tional expenditures are projected to exceed 2

the allotment of the State or District for 3

the year, 4

subject to paragraph (4), the amount of the allot-5

ment of the State or District under this subsection 6

for such fiscal year shall be increased by the excess 7

amount described in subparagraph (B)(i). A State or 8

District may only obtain an increase under this 9

paragraph for an allotment for fiscal year 2010 or 10

fiscal year 2012. 11

‘‘(7) AVAILABILITY OF AMOUNTS FOR SEMI-AN-12

NUAL PERIODS IN FISCAL YEAR 2013.—Each semi-13

annual allotment made under paragraph (3) for a 14

period in fiscal year 2013 shall remain available for 15

expenditure under this title for periods after the end 16

of such fiscal year in the same manner as if the al-17

lotment had been made available for the entire fiscal 18

year.’’. 19

SEC. 103. CHILD ENROLLMENT CONTINGENCY FUND. 20

Section 2104 (42 U.S.C. 1397dd), as amended by 21

section 102, is amended by adding at the end the following 22

new subsection: 23

‘‘(n) CHILD ENROLLMENT CONTINGENCY FUND.—24
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‘‘(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is hereby estab-1

lished in the Treasury of the United States a fund 2

which shall be known as the ‘Child Enrollment Con-3

tingency Fund’ (in this subsection referred to as the 4

‘Fund’). Amounts in the Fund shall be available 5

without further appropriations for payments under 6

this subsection. 7

‘‘(2) DEPOSITS INTO FUND.—8

‘‘(A) INITIAL AND SUBSEQUENT APPRO-9

PRIATIONS.—Subject to subparagraphs (B) and 10

(D), out of any money in the Treasury of the 11

United States not otherwise appropriated, there 12

are appropriated to the Fund—13

‘‘(i) for fiscal year 2009, an amount 14

equal to 20 percent of the amount made 15

available under paragraph (12) of sub-16

section (a) for the fiscal year; and 17

‘‘(ii) for each of fiscal years 2010 18

through 2012 (and for each of the semi-19

annual allotment periods for fiscal year 20

2013), such sums as are necessary for 21

making payments to eligible States for 22

such fiscal year or period, but not in excess 23

of the aggregate cap described in subpara-24

graph (B). 25
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‘‘(B) AGGREGATE CAP.—The total amount 1

available for payment from the Fund for each 2

of fiscal years 2010 through 2012 (and for each 3

of the semi-annual allotment periods for fiscal 4

year 2013), taking into account deposits made 5

under subparagraph (C), shall not exceed 20 6

percent of the amount made available under 7

subsection (a) for the fiscal year or period. 8

‘‘(C) INVESTMENT OF FUND.—The Sec-9

retary of the Treasury shall invest, in interest 10

bearing securities of the United States, such 11

currently available portions of the Fund as are 12

not immediately required for payments from the 13

Fund. The income derived from these invest-14

ments constitutes a part of the Fund. 15

‘‘(D) AVAILABILITY OF EXCESS FUNDS 16

FOR PERFORMANCE BONUSES.—Any amounts 17

in excess of the aggregate cap described in sub-18

paragraph (B) for a fiscal year or period shall 19

be made available for purposes of carrying out 20

section 2105(a)(3) for any succeeding fiscal 21

year and the Secretary of the Treasury shall re-22

duce the amount in the Fund by the amount so 23

made available. 24
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‘‘(3) CHILD ENROLLMENT CONTINGENCY FUND 1

PAYMENTS.—2

endar year shall not exceed 125 percent of the 20

amount of such contribution for the previous cal-21

endar year for the State.

(c) HOLD HARMLESS.—No State shall have its 23

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(d) REPORT.—Not later than May 15, 2009, the Sec-1

retary shall submit to the Congress a report on the prob-2

lems presented by the current treatment of pension and 3

insurance fund contributions in the use of Bureau of Eco-4

nomic Affairs calculations for the FMAP and for Medicaid 5

and on possible alternative methodologies to mitigate such 6

problems. 7

(e) FMAP DEFINED.—For purposes of this section, 8

the term ‘‘FMAP’’ means the Federal medical assistance 9

percentage, as defined in section 1905(b) of the Social Se-10

curity Act (42 U.S.C. 1396(d)). 11

SEC. 615. CLARIFICATION TREATMENT OF REGIONAL MED-12

ICAL CENTER. 13

(a) IN GENERAL.—Nothing in section 1903(w) of the 14

Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396b(w)) shall be con-15

strued by the Secretary of Health and Human Services 16

as prohibiting a State’s use of funds as the non-Federal 17

share of expenditures under title XIX of such Act where 18

such funds are transferred from or certified by a publicly-19

owned regional medical center located in another State 20

and described in subsection (b), so long as the Secretary 21

determines that such use of funds is proper and in the 22

interest of the program under title XIX. 23
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(b) CENTER DESCRIBED.—A center described in this 1

subsection is a publicly-owned regional medical center 2

that—3

(1) provides level 1 trauma and burn care serv-4

ices; 5

(2) provides level 3 neonatal care services; 6

(3) is obligated to serve all patients, regardless 7

of ability to pay; 8

(4) is located within a Standard Metropolitan 9

Statistical Area (SMSA) that includes at least 3 10

States; 11

(5) provides services as a tertiary care provider 12

for patients residing within a 125-mile radius; and 13

(6) meets the criteria for a disproportionate 14

share hospital under section 1923 of such Act (42 15

U.S.C. 1396r–4) in at least one State other than the 16

State in which the center is located. 17

SEC. 621. OUTREACH REGARDING HEALTH INSURANCE OP-12

TIONS AVAILABLE TO CHILDREN. 13

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section—14

(1) the terms ‘‘Administration’’ and ‘‘Adminis-15

trator’’ means the Small Business Administration 16

and the Administrator thereof, respectively; 17

(2) the term ‘‘certified development company’’ 18

means a development company participating in the 19

program under title V of the Small Business Invest-20

ment Act of 1958 (15 U.S.C. 695 et seq.); 21

(3) the term ‘‘Medicaid program’’ means the 22

program established under title XIX of the Social 23

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396 et seq.); 24
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(4) the term ‘‘Service Corps of Retired Execu-1

tives’’ means the Service Corps of Retired Execu-2

tives authorized by section 8(b)(1) of the Small 3

Business Act (15 U.S.C. 637(b)(1)); 4

(5) the term ‘‘small business concern’’ has the 5

meaning given that term in section 3 of the Small 6

Business Act (15 U.S.C. 632); 7

(6) the term ‘‘small business development cen-8

ter’’ means a small business development center de-9

scribed in section 21 of the Small Business Act (15 10

U.S.C. 648); 11

(7) the term ‘‘State’’ has the meaning given 12

that term for purposes of title XXI of the Social Se-13

curity Act (42 U.S.C. 1397aa et seq.); 14

(8) the term ‘‘State Children’s Health Insur-15

ance Program’’ means the State Children’s Health 16

Insurance Program established under title XXI of 17

the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1397aa et seq.); 18

(9) the term ‘‘task force’’ means the task force 19

established under subsection (b)(1); and 20

(10) the term ‘‘women’s business center’’ means 21

a women’s business center described in section 29 of 22

the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 656). 23

(b) ESTABLISHMENT OF TASK FORCE.—24
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(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established a 1

task force to conduct a nationwide campaign of edu-2

cation and outreach for small business concerns re-3

garding the availability of coverage for children 4

through private insurance options, the Medicaid pro-5

gram, and the State Children’s Health Insurance 6

Program. 7

(2) MEMBERSHIP.—The task force shall consist 8

of the Administrator, the Secretary of Health and 9

Human Services, the Secretary of Labor, and the 10

Secretary of the Treasury. 11

(3) RESPONSIBILITIES.—The campaign con-12

ducted under this subsection shall include—13

(A) efforts to educate the owners of small 14

business concerns about the value of health cov-15

erage for children; 16

(B) information regarding options available 17

to the owners and employees of small business 18

concerns to make insurance more affordable, in-19

cluding Federal and State tax deductions and 20

credits for health care-related expenses and 21

health insurance expenses and Federal tax ex-22

clusion for health insurance options available 23

under employer-sponsored cafeteria plans under 24
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section 125 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1

1986; 2

(C) efforts to educate the owners of small 3

business concerns about assistance available 4

through public programs; and 5

(D) efforts to educate the owners and em-6

ployees of small business concerns regarding 7

the availability of the hotline operated as part 8

of the Insure Kids Now program of the Depart-9

ment of Health and Human Services. 10

(4) IMPLEMENTATION.—In carrying out this 11

subsection, the task force may—12

(A) use any business partner of the Ad-13

ministration, including—14

(i) a small business development cen-15

ter; 16

(ii) a certified development company; 17

(iii) a women’s business center; and 18

(iv) the Service Corps of Retired Ex-19

ecutives; 20

(B) enter into—21

(i) a memorandum of understanding 22

with a chamber of commerce; and 23
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(ii) a partnership with any appro-1

priate small business concern or health ad-2

vocacy group; and 3

(C) designate outreach programs at re-4

gional offices of the Department of Health and 5

Human Services to work with district offices of 6

the Administration. 7

(5) WEBSITE.—The Administrator shall ensure 8

that links to information on the eligibility and enroll-9

ment requirements for the Medicaid program and 10

State Children’s Health Insurance Program of each 11

State are prominently displayed on the website of 12

the Administration. 13

(6) REPORT.—14

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 2 years 15

after the date of enactment of this Act, and 16

every 2 years thereafter, the Administrator 17

shall submit to the Committee on Small Busi-18

ness and Entrepreneurship of the Senate and 19

the Committee on Small Business of the House 20

of Representatives a report on the status of the 21

nationwide campaign conducted under para-22

graph (1). 23

(B) CONTENTS.—Each report submitted 24

under subparagraph (A) shall include a status 25
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update on all efforts made to educate owners 1

and employees of small business concerns on 2

options for providing health insurance for chil-3

dren through public and private alternatives. 4

SEC. 622. SENSE OF THE SENATE REGARDING ACCESS TO 5

AFFORDABLE AND MEANINGFUL HEALTH IN-6

SURANCE COVERAGE. 7

(a) FINDINGS.—The Senate finds the following: 8

(1) There are approximately 45 million Ameri-9

cans currently without health insurance. 10

(2) More than half of uninsured workers are 11

employed by businesses with less than 25 employees 12

or are self-employed. 13

(3) Health insurance premiums continue to rise 14

at more than twice the rate of inflation for all con-15

sumer goods. 16

(4) Individuals in the small group and indi-17

vidual health insurance markets usually pay more 18

for similar coverage than those in the large group 19

market. 20

(5) The rapid growth in health insurance costs 21

over the last few years has forced many employers, 22

particularly small employers, to increase deductibles 23

and co-pays or to drop coverage completely. 24

(b) SENSE OF THE SENATE.—The Senate—25
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(1) recognizes the necessity to improve afford-1

ability and access to health insurance for all Ameri-2

cans; 3

(2) acknowledges the value of building upon the 4

existing private health insurance market; and 5

(3) affirms its intent to enact legislation this 6

year that, with appropriate protection for con-7

sumers, improves access to affordable and meaning-8

ful health insurance coverage for employees of small 9

businesses and individuals by—10

(A) facilitating pooling mechanisms, in-11

cluding pooling across State lines, and 12

(B) providing assistance to small busi-13

nesses and individuals, including financial as-14

sistance and tax incentives, for the purchase of 15

private insurance coverage. 16

SEC. 623. LIMITATION ON MEDICARE EXCEPTION TO THE 17

PROHIBITION ON CERTAIN PHYSICIAN RE-18

FERRALS FOR HOSPITALS. 19

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1877 (42 U.S.C. 1395nn) 20

is amended—21

(1) in subsection (d)(2)—22

(A) in subparagraph (A), by striking 23

‘‘and’’ at the end; 24
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(B) in subparagraph (B), by striking the 1

period at the end and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 2

(C) by adding at the end the following new 3

‘‘(C) in the case where the entity is a hos-5

pital, the hospital meets the requirements of 6

paragraph (3)(D).’’; 7

(2) in subsection (d)(3)—8

(A) in subparagraph (B), by striking 9

‘‘and’’ at the end; 10

(B) in subparagraph (C), by striking the 11

period at the end and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 12

(C) by adding at the end the following new 13

subparagraph: 14

‘‘(D) the hospital meets the requirements 15

described in subsection (i)(1).’’; and 16

(3) by adding at the end the following new sub-17

section: 18

‘‘(i) REQUIREMENTS FOR HOSPITALS TO QUALIFY 19

FOR RURAL PROVIDER AND HOSPITAL EXCEPTION TO 20

OWNERSHIP OR INVESTMENT PROHIBITION.—21

‘‘(1) REQUIREMENTS DESCRIBED.—For pur-22

poses of subsection (d)(3)(D), the requirements de-23

scribed in this paragraph for a hospital are as fol-24

lows: 25
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‘‘(A) PROVIDER AGREEMENT.—The hos-1

pital had—2

‘‘(i) physician ownership or invest-3

ment on January 1, 2009; and 4

‘‘(ii) a provider agreement under sec-5

tion 1866 in effect on such date. 6

‘‘(B) PROHIBITION ON PHYSICIAN OWNER-7

SHIP OR INVESTMENT.—The percentage of the 8

total value of the ownership or investment in-9

terests held in the hospital, or in an entity 10

whose assets include the hospital, by physician 11

owners or investors in the aggregate does not 12

exceed such percentage as of the date of enact-13

ment of this subsection. 14

‘‘(C) PROHIBITION ON EXPANSION OF FA-15

CILITY CAPACITY.—Except as provided in para-16

graph (3), the number of operating rooms, pro-17

cedure rooms, and beds of the hospital at any 18

time on or after the date of the enactment of 19

this subsection are no greater than the number 20

of operating rooms, procedure rooms, and beds 21

as of such date. 22

‘‘(D) PREVENTING CONFLICTS OF INTER-23

EST.—24
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‘‘(i) The hospital submits to the Sec-1

retary an annual report containing a de-2

tailed description of—3

‘‘(I) the identity of each physi-4

cian owner and physician investor and 5

any other owners or investors of the 6

hospital; and 7

‘‘(II) the nature and extent of all 8

ownership and investment interests in 9

the hospital. 10

‘‘(ii) The hospital has procedures in 11

place to require that any referring physi-12

cian owner or investor discloses to the pa-13

tient being referred, by a time that permits 14

the patient to make a meaningful decision 15

regarding the receipt of care, as deter-16

mined by the Secretary—17

‘‘(I) the ownership or investment 18

interest, as applicable, of such refer-19

ring physician in the hospital; and 20

‘‘(II) if applicable, any such own-21

ership or investment interest of the 22

treating physician. 23

‘‘(iii) The hospital does not condition 24

any physician ownership or investment in-25
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terests either directly or indirectly on the 1

physician owner or investor making or in-2

fluencing referrals to the hospital or other-3

wise generating business for the hospital. 4

‘‘(iv) The hospital discloses the fact 5

that the hospital is partially owned by phy-6

sicians—7

‘‘(I) on any public website for the 8

hospital; and 9

‘‘(II) in any public advertising 10

for the hospital. 11

‘‘(E) ENSURING BONA FIDE OWNERSHIP 12

AND INVESTMENT.—13

‘‘(i) Any ownership or investment in-14

terests that the hospital offers to a physi-15

cian owner or investor are not offered on 16

more favorable terms than the terms of-17

fered to a person who is not a physician 18

owner or investor. 19

‘‘(ii) The hospital (or any investors in 20

the hospital) does not directly or indirectly 21

provide loans or financing for any physi-22

cian owner or investor in the hospital. 23

‘‘(iii) The hospital (or any investors in 24

the hospital) does not directly or indirectly 25
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guarantee a loan, make a payment toward 1

a loan, or otherwise subsidize a loan, for 2

any individual physician owner or investor 3

or group of physician owners or investors 4

that is related to acquiring any ownership 5

or investment interest in the hospital. 6

‘‘(iv) Ownership or investment returns 7

are distributed to each owner or investor in 8

the hospital in an amount that is directly 9

proportional to the ownership or invest-10

ment interest of such owner or investor in 11

the hospital. 12

‘‘(v) Physician owners and investors 13

do not receive, directly or indirectly, any 14

guaranteed receipt of or right to purchase 15

other business interests related to the hos-16

pital, including the purchase or lease of 17

any property under the control of other 18

owners or investors in the hospital or lo-19

cated near the premises of the hospital. 20

‘‘(vi) The hospital does not offer a 21

physician owner or investor the oppor-22

tunity to purchase or lease any property 23

under the control of the hospital or any 24

other owner or investor in the hospital on 25
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more favorable terms than the terms of-1

fered to an individual who is not a physi-2

cian owner or investor. 3

‘‘(F) PATIENT SAFETY.—The hospital has 4

the capacity to—5

‘‘(i) provide assessment and initial 6

treatment for patients; and 7

‘‘(ii) refer and transfer patients to 8

hospitals with the capability to treat the 9

needs of the patient involved. 10

‘‘(G) LIMITATION ON APPLICATION TO 11

CERTAIN CONVERTED FACILITIES.—The hos-12

pital was not converted from an ambulatory 13

surgical center to a hospital on or after the date 14

of enactment of this subsection. 15

‘‘(2) PUBLICATION OF INFORMATION RE-16

PORTED.—The Secretary shall publish, and update 17

on an annual basis, the information submitted by 18

hospitals under paragraph (1)(D)(i) on the public 19

Internet website of the Centers for Medicare & Med-20

icaid Services. 21

‘‘(3) EXCEPTION TO PROHIBITION ON EXPAN-22

SION OF FACILITY CAPACITY.—23

‘‘(A) PROCESS.—24
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‘‘(i) ESTABLISHMENT.—The Secretary 1

shall establish and implement a process 2

under which an applicable hospital (as de-3

fined in subparagraph (E)) may apply for 4

an exception from the requirement under 5

paragraph (1)(C). 6

‘‘(ii) OPPORTUNITY FOR COMMUNITY 7

INPUT.—The process under clause (i) shall 8

provide individuals and entities in the com-9

munity in which the applicable hospital ap-10

plying for an exception is located with the 11

opportunity to provide input with respect 12

to the application. 13

‘‘(iii) TIMING FOR IMPLEMENTA-14

TION.—The Secretary shall implement the 15

process under clause (i) on July 1, 2010. 16

‘‘(iv) REGULATIONS.—Not later than 17

June 1, 2010, the Secretary shall promul-18

gate regulations to carry out the process 19

under clause (i). 20

‘‘(B) FREQUENCY.—The process described 21

in subparagraph (A) shall permit an applicable 22

hospital to apply for an exception up to once 23

every 2 years. 24

‘‘(C) PERMITTED INCREASE.—25
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‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Subject to clause 1

(ii) and subparagraph (D), an applicable 2

hospital granted an exception under the 3

process described in subparagraph (A) may 4

increase the number of operating rooms, 5

procedure rooms, and beds of the applica-6

ble hospital above the baseline number of 7

operating rooms, procedure rooms, and 8

beds of the applicable hospital (or, if the 9

applicable hospital has been granted a pre-10

vious exception under this paragraph, 11

above the number of operating rooms, pro-12

cedure rooms, and beds of the hospital 13

after the application of the most recent in-14

crease under such an exception). 15

‘‘(ii) 100 PERCENT INCREASE LIMITA-16

TION.—The Secretary shall not permit an 17

increase in the number of operating rooms, 18

procedure rooms, and beds of an applicable 19

hospital under clause (i) to the extent such 20

increase would result in the number of op-21

erating rooms, procedure rooms, and beds 22

of the applicable hospital exceeding 200 23

percent of the baseline number of oper-24
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ating rooms, procedure rooms, and beds of 1

the applicable hospital. 2

‘‘(iii) BASELINE NUMBER OF OPER-3

ATING ROOMS, PROCEDURE ROOMS, AND 4

BEDS.—In this paragraph, the term ‘base-5

line number of operating rooms, procedure 6

rooms, and beds’ means the number of op-7

erating rooms, procedure rooms, and beds 8

of the applicable hospital as of the date of 9

enactment of this subsection. 10

‘‘(D) INCREASE LIMITED TO FACILITIES 11

ON THE MAIN CAMPUS OF THE HOSPITAL.—12

Any increase in the number of operating rooms, 13

procedure rooms, and beds of an applicable hos-14

pital pursuant to this paragraph may only occur 15

in facilities on the main campus of the applica-16

ble hospital. 17

‘‘(E) APPLICABLE HOSPITAL.—In this 18

paragraph, the term ‘applicable hospital’ means 19

a hospital—20

‘‘(i) that is located in a county in 21

which the percentage increase in the popu-22

lation during the most recent 5-year period 23

(as of the date of the application under 24

subparagraph (A)) is at least 150 percent 25
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of the percentage increase in the popu-1

lation growth of the State in which the 2

hospital is located during that period, as 3

estimated by Bureau of the Census and 4

available to the Secretary; 5

‘‘(ii) whose annual percent of total in-6

patient admissions that represent inpatient 7

admissions under the program under title 8

XIX is equal to or greater than the aver-9

age percent with respect to such admis-10

sions for all hospitals located in the county 11

in which the hospital is located; 12

‘‘(iii) that does not discriminate 13

against beneficiaries of Federal health care 14

programs and does not permit physicians 15

practicing at the hospital to discriminate 16

against such beneficiaries; 17

‘‘(iv) that is located in a State in 18

which the average bed capacity in the 19

State is less than the national average bed 20

capacity; and 21

‘‘(v) that has an average bed occu-22

pancy rate that is greater than the average 23

bed occupancy rate in the State in which 24

the hospital is located. 25
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‘‘(F) PROCEDURE ROOMS.—In this sub-1

section, the term ‘procedure rooms’ includes 2

rooms in which catheterizations, angiographies, 3

angiograms, and endoscopies are performed, ex-4

cept such term shall not include emergency 5

rooms or departments (exclusive of rooms in 6

which catheterizations, angiographies, 7

angiograms, and endoscopies are performed). 8

‘‘(G) PUBLICATION OF FINAL DECI-9

SIONS.—Not later than 60 days after receiving 10

a complete application under this paragraph, 11

the Secretary shall publish in the Federal Reg-12

ister the final decision with respect to such ap-13

plication. 14

‘‘(H) LIMITATION ON REVIEW.—There 15

shall be no administrative or judicial review 16

under section 1869, section 1878, or otherwise 17

of the process under this paragraph (including 18

the establishment of such process). 19

‘‘(4) COLLECTION OF OWNERSHIP AND INVEST-20

MENT INFORMATION.—For purposes of subpara-21

graphs (A)(i) and (B) of paragraph (1), the Sec-22

retary shall collect physician ownership and invest-23

ment information for each hospital. 24
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‘‘(5) PHYSICIAN OWNER OR INVESTOR DE-1

FINED.—For purposes of this subsection, the term 2

‘physician owner or investor’ means a physician (or 3

an immediate family member of such physician) with 4

a direct or an indirect ownership or investment in-5

terest in the hospital. 6

‘‘(6) PATIENT SAFETY REQUIREMENT.—In the 7

case of a hospital to which the requirements of para-8

graph (1) apply, insofar as the hospital described in 9

this subsection admits a patient and does not have 10

any physician available on the premises to provide 11

services during all hours in which the hospital is 12

providing services to such patient, before admitting 13

the patient—14

‘‘(A) the hospital shall disclose such fact to 15

a patient; and 16

‘‘(B) following such disclosure, the hospital 17

shall receive from the patient a signed acknowl-18

edgment that the patient understands such fact. 19

‘‘(7) CLARIFICATION.—Nothing in this sub-20

section shall be construed as preventing the Sec-21

retary from revoking a hospital’s provider agreement 22

if not in compliance with regulations implementing 23

section 1866.’’. 24

(b) ENFORCEMENT.—25
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(1) ENSURING COMPLIANCE.—The Secretary of 1

Health and Human Services shall establish policies 2

and procedures to ensure compliance with the re-3

quirements described in subsections (i)(1) and (i)(7) 4

of section 1877 of the Social Security Act, as added 5

by subsection (a)(3), beginning on the date such re-6

quirements first apply. Such policies and procedures 7

may include unannounced site reviews of hospitals. 8

(2) AUDITS.—Beginning not later than July 1, 9

2011, the Secretary of Health and Human Services 10

shall conduct audits to determine if hospitals violate 11

the requirements referred to in paragraph (1). 12

SEC. 701. INCREASE IN EXCISE TAX RATE ON TOBACCO 15

PRODUCTS. 16

(a) CIGARS.—17

(1) SMALL CIGARS.—Paragraph (1) of section 18
