Dear Organic Gardener, 
More than two decades ago, a handful of ecological visionaries joined forces to 
create the largest and most diverse collection of certified organic seed varieties 
ever assembled. In 1989, they presented their seed list in the first Seeds of Change 
catalog, a seminal document in which they laid out their mission to conserve 
biodiversity and to forge a truly sustainable, ecologically-based agriculture. 
With the relentless decline of both wild and cultivated diversity, com-
pounded by the rampant environmental degradation of our industrialized, 
monoculture-based food system, the pioneering concept of sustainable agri-
culture is more compelling than ever. As we celebrate our 20th year as North 
America’s premier organic seed company, we remain fervently committed to 
building an abundant and enduring food future on a foundation of garden-
ing and farming that is sustainable, healthful, resilient, diverse, community-
oriented, and most of all, inspires harmony between us and wild nature.
At Seeds of Change our priority has always been to offer growers, large and 
small, a diverse selection of high quality, organically grown seeds; the heir-
loom, traditional and modern varieties needed for a vital new agricultural 
paradigm. Over the past two decades we have provided tens of millions 
of packs of seeds of nearly one thousand varieties to countless thousands 
of gardeners across North America, empowering them to feed themselves 
and their families while actively participating in the restoration of an ailing 
planetary ecology. 
Along the way, we have fostered a burgeoning organic seed movement, help-
ing scores of organic family farmers to integrate seed production into their 
operations. Without the dedication, perseverance, skillful farm stewardship, 
and attention to detail of these unsung heroes we would not be where we 
are today, and organic growers would still be forced to rely on conventional 
seeds produced through chemical-intensive practices. These growers work 
hard to produce seed of premium quality, maintain true lines of our trea-
sured heirlooms, and collaborate with us on breeding the robust varieties 
upon which the gardeners of tomorrow will rely. It is an honor to work 
with these growers who represent the backbone of Seeds of Change and the 
sustainable agriculture movement.
In addition to developing a network of professional seed growers, we have 
always maintained an active research and development program on our 
own farms. Our first location, on thirty acres along the pristine Gila River 
in the remote Mogollon region of southwest New Mexico, was a hub for 
nascent seed people in the late 80s and early 90s. In addition to researching 
sustainable farming methods and innovating small-scale seed production 
techniques, many tons of seed were carefully grown and cleaned at the 
Research Farm. These seeds were then trucked to our Santa Fe warehouse 
for packing and distribution to organic gardeners and farmers across the 
continent. Many members of that groundbreaking team continue to pro-
duce seed for us to this day. 
In 1995 the Research Farm pulled up stakes and moved to its current loca-
tion on ancient farmland along the Rio Grande, an hour’s drive north of 
Santa Fe. This proximity to the population centers of Albuquerque, Santa 
Fe, and Taos has enabled the Research Farm to host a steady stream of 
interested farmers and gardeners from across the country for educational 
and community-building activities such as participatory plant breeding 
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workshops, permaculture classes, seed swaps, and community supported 
agriculture programs with local pueblos. In 2008 the Research Farm became 
the Research Farm and Gardens to emphasize our goal of developing not 
only seed varieties, but also techniques and strategies for human-scale, bio-
diverse gardening. 
At Seeds of Change, we envision a future where gardening and farming, 
firmly rooted in flavor, nutrition and beauty, are rewoven into the fabric of 
our culture. This sustainable agriculture will feed us, body and soul, while 
providing habitat for the complex web of species that we share this exquisite 
fertile planet with, and that are so essential for its health. This “new agri-
culture” will take on infinite forms, from windowsill salad and herbs to bal-
conies and rooftops lush with containers of fruits and vegetables, suburban 
edible landscapes humming with pollinators and people to vacant city lots 
supplying food and beauty while becoming hubs for thriving communities. 
Great strides have been made, evidenced by the coast-to-coast profusion of 
local farmers’ markets, community supported agriculture, school and com-
munity gardens, and a renewed interest in local and whole foods. Words like 
“locavore” and “foodshed” have emerged in our lexicon to help describe a 
powerful and restorative movement. But there is clearly more to be done if 
we are to nourish a hungry planet without destroying it.
Accelerating this kind of change will involve new and dynamic ways of 
thinking about agriculture. Deeper connection to our food and soil will 
engender new respect and understanding of nature. It will also underscore 
the importance of nurturing an edible landscape of species tailored to our 
specific bioregions and microclimates, while resilient enough to endure an 
uncertain climatic future. To create this robust, locally adapted agriculture 
of tomorrow we will continue to build upon the enduring legacy of farmers 
and breeders throughout the world who for millennia, have collected, select-
ed, and re-planted seeds from their most productive and desirable plants.
As the seed industry has seen an alarming consolidation and thousands of 
treasured seed varieties have faced extinction, Seeds of Change has been a 
steward of our priceless gift of genetic abundance, disseminating it widely 
and encouraging others to do the same. We remain passionate about preserv-
ing important traditional and heirloom varieties while we continue collabo-
rating with organic farmers, independent breeders, non-profit organizations, 
universities, other forward-thinking seed companies, and world-class chefs, 
to develop the heirlooms of tomorrow—seed varieties that will thrive in 
organic, low-input conditions while producing abundant food and flowers 
of uncompromising flavor, nutrition and beauty.
Over the last twenty years, we have grown, eaten and lived with thousands of 
cultivars across a broad range of species and under vastly varied conditions. 
Only the finest, most vigorous, flavorful and attractive varieties that we’ve 
discovered or developed are presented in this catalog. For the nourishment 
of our families, our communities and our planet, please join us in sowing 
these seeds of change, and creating the truly sustainable, biodiversity-rich 
agriculture of tomorrow.

Tr  a d i t i o n a l  1-2 ft. tall plant, 1-3 in. tubers Oca can be grown as a 
perennial from mid-California to the South. In the Pacific North-
west it is typically grown as an annual, although tubers may survive 
under winter soils to resprout again in the spring. Successful propa-
gation in central and eastern North America will require nearly frost-
free protection during the fall, as tuber formation begins after the 
fall equinox (Sept. 21st) and needs 1–3 subsequent frost-free months 
for full development, depending on the variety and circumstances. 
While we include tubers from several distinct varieties for potential 
adaptability to a wide range of agronomic conditions, we don’t rec-
ommend oca cultivation for the hot, humid Southeast. 

Compact clover-like plants prefer full sun and well-drained fertile 
soil with a wide pH range (5.3–7.8). Vegetative growth will be killed 
by fall frosts, but roots can tolerate temperatures in the low 20s. 
Propagate oca much like potatoes, planting each tuber about 12 
inches apart and 2–3 inches deep. For an earlier start in shorter-sea-
son areas, start plants indoors up to 2 months before setting out after 
possibility of frost has passed. Oca also shows promise as a container 
plant for indoor cultivation. Adequate moisture is required in the fall 
for optimum tuber development. Mulching helps conserve soil mois-
ture and control weeds.

Manager, we look forward to more collabora-
tions with eminent seed people to conserve, 
evolve, and disseminate important aspects 
of our endangered genetic heritage.

varieties & Timing
Many popular vegetables are adapted to the 
cold, low light conditions of the late fall and 
winter garden. If temperatures stay above 20º F  
most need no additional protection. Below 
20º F, cold frames, row covers, and deep 
mulch will be required. Start sowing your 
winter garden in midsummer in well-drained 
soil with full winter sun. Experiment with 
varieties and timing to see what works best 
for your bioregion and microclimate. 

Arugula, chicory, endive, kale, radicchio, and shungiku are generally the most cold-hardy greens, surviving 
to nearly 0º F. Chard, collards, mustard greens, and spinach can handle 10º F, while lettuce and Chinese 
cabbage tolerate 20º F. Frost generally induces sugar production and enhances flavor. Late summer-sown greens 
can overwinter for early spring harvest. Broccoli, brussels sprouts, cauliflower, European cabbage, and 
Chinese Napa cabbage can be harvested throughout the coldest months with protection below 20º F, and even 
down to 10º F if robust, large-framed plants are established before the onset of hard freezes. 

Beets, carrots, parsnips, radishes, rutabagas, and turnips also thrive and become sweeter in cool soils. 
Sow in late summer and mulch deeply once established for harvest down to -20º F. Leeks, bunching onions, 
and chives can be also be harvested through the colder months. Peas, garbanzos, and fava beans all thrive 
down to 20º F and in milder climates can be fall-sown for spring harvest. In colder regions spring-sow as early 
as the soil can be worked for an early summer harvest.

Perennials such as bergamot, campanula, columbine, delphinium, echinacea, hyssop, lavender, lemon 
balm, dotted mint, penstemon, Oriental poppy, rudbeckia, and snapdragon and cold-hardy annuals 
including bachelor buttons, calendula, flax, larkspur, nigella, poppy, and sweet pea can all be fall-sown 
in the garden. Cold, moist conditions will naturally stratify the seed for better germination. Protect from 
birds with chicken wire or screen. 

Create  a Microclimate
Cold frames, portable greenhouses, cloches, tunnels, and 
row covers (see page 106) can nurture the most cold-sensitive 
plants through early, light frosts, or help a bed of hardy greens 
overwinter in the harshest of climates. Find sunny protected 
areas, utilize windbreaks and apply deep mulches under row 
covers to create environments that can add months to a plant’s 
life. Through close observation, a few simple techniques, 
thoughtful variety selection and good timing, the dream of a 
year-round harvest can be a reality.

City  Farm, Chic ago
As the movement toward locally grown and seasonal cuisine picks up steam, organic gardening and 
farming are beginning to flourish in our cities. Many permaculturists and other ecology-minded activ-
ists have begun to capitalize on the vast amounts of organic “waste” generated in our population-dense 
areas and are recycling it into an abundance of healthy food, while creating community and remediat-
ing blighted areas.

City Farm, wedged between one of Chicago’s most notorious public housing projects and the city’s 
wealthiest neighborhood, is an outstanding example of how urban agriculture can change the way city 
dwellers think about food and ecology, while reducing their dependence on imported food. A project 
of the Resource Center, which was established in 1975 as a recycling program, City Farm was launched  
in 2000. On a one-acre vacant lot leased from the city, three full-time growers and dozens of volunteers 
intensively grow and market produce to everyone from Chicago’s finest chefs to the farm’s diverse 
neighbors. Contaminated soils are sealed off with clay from local excavation projects and two feet of 
Resource Center-generated compost is imported to support a diversity of crops. When leases lapse, the 
whole “farm” can be scooped up and moved to revitalize a vacant lot in another neighborhood.

In addition to the hundreds of pounds of heirloom tomatoes, gourmet greens and other crops produced 
weekly, the farm organizes programs to educate a new generation of growers and consumers while pro-
viding summer jobs for local high school students. Urban farming and gardening will play an essential 
role in developing a sustainable food system. City Farm’s innovative model is a blueprint for action. 

Frontera Farmer Foundation 
The Frontera Farmer Foundation, started by 
Chef Rick Bayless (see page 48), is a nonprofit 
organization committed to promoting small-scale, 
sustainable farms serving the Chicago area. The 
Foundation envisions a year-round interchange 
between sustainable farmers and consumers in 
which seasonal, local agriculture provides the 
basis for a sustainable regional cuisine.

These soil-building workhorses are easy to establish and will thrive in less 
than ideal conditions. Sow in rows or broadcast, providing even coverage, 
good soil contact, and moderate moisture. Grow individually, in combina-
tion, or intercropped with existing garden plants. Cut for compost, mulch 
or fodder, or incorporate into the soil when they begin flowering or, in the 
case of cereal grains, when seed heads begin to form. When cut, the cover 
crop will die, except for perennial legumes such as red clover, which will 
re-grow. Annual cereal grains and perennial legumes can be cut several 
times in the immature stage, providing a thick ground cover between beds 
and plenty of green material for compost piles.

There are as many ways to integrate cover crops into the garden as there 
are gardens. Experiment to develop techniques and rotations uniquely 
suited to your needs and microclimate. Put these soil- and habitat-
building plants to work in your garden ecology this year and reap the 
benefits for years to come.
