Beach Fire Regulations -« Fires are permitted only within fire + Overnight camping is prohibited at

No Fires Outside Rings

enclosures provided for that purpose
by the park.

« The possession and/or consumption of

alcoholis prohibited on Ocean Beach,
including the walkway and seawall.
All firewood must be brought into
the park. No gathering, cutting or
scavenging of firewood or kindling
is permitted in the park from any
source.

Debris burning is not permitted.
Fires will be completely extinguished
with water, doused and stirred.
Refuse must be removed from
beach.

Minors must be supervised. A
responsible leader, 21 years or older,
must be present for every 10 children
under 18 years of age.

Chemically treated wood, painted
wood, wood with nails or staples shall
not be used in any fire.

Groups of more than 25 people must
obtain a permit by calling (415) 561-
4300.
